Martha opened the only restaurant in Lake Villa
at the time and called it the Lake Villa Café. It
was located in 103 Cedar Avenue on the east
side in the basement unit.
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"Her cookbook was her bible and well used,"”
says her granddaughter Patricia Gallagher, who
donated it to the LVHS.

History on the table:
Patricia’s favorite recipe was:

Graham Cracker Pie

2 c. graham crackers, rolled

Y c. butter Y% c. sugar

1 tsp. cinnamon

Mix together and line pie plate with
above mixture and save % of above
mixture for top. (3/4 or % cup??)
Filling:

Scald 2 c. milk %2 cup sugar

lump of butter 3 T. cornstarch

mix with cold milk and add to above
mixture. Cook until thick, then add 3 egg
yolks well beaten.

1 tsp. vanilla Cool mixture

Add filling to crumbs on pie plate then
add the beaten egg whites with ¥ tsp.
cream of tartar, % c. sugar, pinch of salt
vanilla
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Griddle Cakes
2 c. flour 1 tsp. salt
1 tsp. baking soda 1 or 2 eggs

1 Thlsp. sugar 2 Tblsp. Shortening
2 cups sour milk or buttermilk

Sift flour , add soda, sugar and salt. Beat
eggs until light; combine eggs, milk and
melted shortening. Add dry ingredients
to liquid. Mix well and beat until
smooth.

Raisin Wine

6 Ibs. raisins put through grinder

4 1/2 Ibs. sugar

3 gallons lukewarm water

1 1/2 cakes yeast

Mix altogether, let stand for 21 days. Stir
twice a day. Drain off. Then let stand for
4 days, then bottle.
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Salad Dressing

1/4 cup salad oil

1 egg yolk, unbeaten

1/2 tsp. salt, few grains of red pepper
1 tsp. dry mustard

2/3 cup Eagle Brand condensed milk.
