New Business 
 

a. Ordinance 2026-03-01:  Ordinance Granting Final Approval of a Conditional 
Use Permit for a Residential Planned Development (Cedar Lake Estates)

The Cedar Lake Estates project consists of approximately 65.7 acres located at 
the southeast corner of Grand Avenue and Cedar Lake Road. The development 
received preliminary approval from the Village Board on July 7, 2025 (Ordinance 
2025-07-01) for a Residential Planned Development within the UR3A zoning 
district.  
 
The final subdivision plan proposes 127 single-family residential lots, a reduction 
of three lots from the preliminary plan as a result of final engineering 
adjustments. The subdivision includes internal streets, stormwater detention 
areas, open space corridors, pedestrian paths, and neighborhood recreation 
areas consistent with the design concept approved at the preliminary stage.  
 
The Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals held a public hearing on March 
5, 2026 to consider the petitioner’s request for final approval of the Residential 
Planned Development and final plat. The Commission reviewed the submitted 
plans to verify that they substantially conform to the previously approved 
preliminary development plan and that all conditions and engineering 
requirements have been addressed. Following discussion and review, the 
Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the final planned 
development and final plat to the Village Board. 
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Village staff’s review found the final plans to be generally consistent with the 
previously approved preliminary development plan, with the only notable change 
being the reduction of three lots through final engineering refinement. The overall 
layout, density, open space framework, and pedestrian connectivity remain 
substantially the same as approved during the preliminary stage. During their 
final review, the PC/ZBA is also recommending additional zoning relief for 
temporary marketing signage and the permanent monument sign, which are also 
incorporated in their positive recommendation to the Village Board. The 
development continues to provide open space areas, landscaped buffering, and 
pedestrian connections consistent with the Village’s Comprehensive Plan goals 
for high-quality residential development. 
 
The Village Board may consider the following options relative to the petitioner’s 
request: 

a. Approve the Final Planned Development and Final Plat for Cedar Lake 
Estates, with or without conditions; 

b. Refer the request back to the Plan Commission for further 
consideration; or 

c.  Deny the request. 
 
Village Staff recommends approval of the attached Ordinance which is consistent 
with the PC/ZBA recommendation.

b. Ordinance 2026-03-02:  Ordinance Granting Preliminary Approval for the 
Rezoning and Conditional Use Permit for a Planned Development for a 
Community-Scale Ground-Mounted Solar Energy System

At the January 21, 2026 Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals meeting, the 
Commission held a public hearing and reviewed a request by Lake Villa 
Community Energy Initiative, LLC (A subsidiary of ECA Solar) for a Zoning Map 
Amendment and Conditional Use Permit for a Planned Development to allow 
construction of a community-scale ground-mounted solar energy facility. The 
project would occupy approximately 24 acres of the site (30 acres including all 
exterior fencing and landscaping) at 23688 and 23472 W. Petite Lake Road and 
is currently zoned UR-1 (Urban Residential).  
 
The petitioner is requesting approval to rezone the property from UR-1 to AG 
(Agricultural) and obtain a Conditional Use Permit for a Planned Development to 
construct and operate a solar energy facility with an aggregate capacity of up to 
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4.95 MWAC. The project would occupy approximately 24 acres of the site and 
include single-axis tracking solar arrays, underground electrical infrastructure, 
perimeter security fencing, and two access points from Petite Lake Road. 
Landscape buffers and pollinator habitat are proposed within the site to enhance 
ecological benefits and visual screening.  
 
As part of the request, the petitioner is also seeking a zoning exception to 
increase the maximum height of solar arrays from 6 feet to 12 feet, which is 
typical for single-axis tracking solar systems. The project requires a rezoning to 
AG to allow the use and must demonstrate compliance with the Village’s 
conditional use standards for renewable energy systems. Staff noted that the 
project would not require extension of municipal water or sewer infrastructure 
and would remain a temporary use with an anticipated operational life of 
approximately 35 years, after which the site could be redeveloped or restored. In 
addition, the Petitioner has volunteered to make certain community benefit 
donations to the Village as a condition of part of their preliminary approval.  
 
Following staff presentation, public comment, and deliberation, the Plan 
Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals voted unanimously to recommend 
preliminary approval of the requested rezoning, Conditional Use Permit, and 
Planned Development to the Village Board. Preliminary approval would allow the 
petitioner to proceed with final engineering, stormwater permitting, and 
decommissioning plans for review prior to final approval consideration.

c. Ordinance 2026-03-02:  Ordinance Amending the Village of Lake Villa 
Village Code and Adopting the State of Illinois Energy Conservation

The Illinois Energy Conservation Code establishes minimum energy efficiency 
standards for residential and commercial construction throughout the State. The 
code is adopted and periodically updated by the Illinois Capital Development 
Board (CDB) pursuant to the Illinois Energy Conservation Code Act (20 ILCS 
3125). Municipalities that administer building permit programs are required to 
enforce the current state energy code for applicable construction and renovation 
projects. 
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The State of Illinois recently updated the Energy Conservation Code to the 2024 
edition, which aligns with the most recent national model energy standards. In 
order to maintain compliance with state law, municipalities must update their 
local building regulations to reference and enforce the most current version of the 
Illinois Energy Conservation Code. 
 
The proposed ordinance amends Title 8 – Building Regulations, Section 8-4-1 
(Building Codes Adopted) of the Village Code to update the reference from the 
2021 Illinois Energy Conservation Code to the 2024 Illinois Energy Conservation 
Code. This amendment ensures the Village’s building regulations remain 
consistent with state requirements and that the Building Department continues to 
apply the appropriate standards during plan review and inspections. 
 
Adoption of this ordinance does not change Village permitting procedures or 
create a direct fiscal impact. The amendment simply ensures the Village remains 
compliant with Illinois law and continues to enforce current statewide energy 
efficiency standards for new construction and applicable building improvements.

d. Resolution 2026-03-01:  Resolution Authorizing the Participation in the 
State of Illinois Department of Central Management Services Joint Contract 
for Rock Salt

Staff requests Village Board approval of a resolution authorizing the Village to 
participate in the State of Illinois Department of Central Management Services 
(CMS) Joint Purchasing Program for Rock Salt for the 2026–2027 winter season. 
The State has notified the Village of the opportunity to participate in its upcoming 
rock salt solicitation and requires advance authorization from participating 
governmental units prior to issuing the bid. 
 
The State’s joint purchasing program allows local governments to participate in a 
statewide procurement process for bulk rock salt used for winter road 
maintenance. Participation in cooperative purchasing programs is authorized 
under Illinois law and allows municipalities to benefit from the purchasing power 
of larger aggregated orders, often resulting in more competitive pricing and 
reliable supply. 
 
The Village traditionally participates in regional cooperative purchasing programs 
to procure rock salt for winter operations. Participation in the State bid will allow 
the Village to expand its purchasing options and participate in more than one 
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procurement consortium, helping to ensure supply availability and competitive 
pricing during winter seasons when rock salt demand can fluctuate significantly. 
 
Approval of the resolution will authorize the Mayor, Village Administrator, or 
Public Works Superintendent to execute the necessary agreements and 
documents required by the State of Illinois to participate in the joint purchasing 
contract once bids are received. Actual purchases will occur through the Village’s 
annual Public Works operating budget for snow and ice control.

e. Approval: Ratification of an Electric Service Agreement By and Between 
the Village of Lake Villa and Dynegy Energy Services, LLC.

Staff requests Village Board ratification of a 24-month electricity supply 
agreement with Dynegy for the Village’s commercial accounts that was executed 
pursuant to authority previously granted under Resolution 2026-02-02 authorizing 
participation in the Northern Illinois Municipal Electric Collaborative (NIMEC) and 
delegation of authority to execute electricity supply contracts with the lowest 
responsible bidder. 
 
The Village has participated in the NIMEC cooperative purchasing program since 
2008. NIMEC aggregates electricity demand from northern Illinois governmental 
entities to secure competitive supply pricing. The March 11, 2026 bid included 
participation from over 88 governmental entities representing approximately 790 
million kilowatt-hours (kWh) of combined electricity demand. 
 
Based on the bid results on March 11, 2026, Dynegy was the lowest responsible 
bidder, and a 24-month fixed-rate contract at $0.08360 per kWh was executed 
for the Village’s municipal accounts, including streetlights, lift stations, pump 
houses, and other Village facilities. This compares to the Village’s current supply 
rate of $0.07352 per kWh, resulting in an estimated $7,500 annual increase in 
electricity supply costs based on anticipated usage over the coming 12-month 
period. 
 
However, the Village’s community solar subscription with Cattail Solar, LLC, 
which became operational in July 2025, is expected to offset a substantial portion 
of these increased costs. To date, the Village has realized over $1,600 in savings 
during the first five months of service, with additional savings anticipated during 
higher production months. Staff estimates the solar subscription will offset 
approximately $5,000 to $6,500 annually, potentially neutralizing most or all of 
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the projected supply cost increase. 
 
Electricity market prices change daily and bids are only valid on the day they are 
received. As authorized by Resolution 2026-02-02, the Village Administrator 
executed the agreement with the lowest cost supplier at the time of the bid 
opening. This item is presented to the Village Board for formal ratification of the 
executed contract.

Staff requests Village Board approval of an ordinance authorizing the execution 
of an agreement between the Village of Lake Villa and the Allendale Association 
to provide a School Resource Officer (SRO) at the Allendale campus located at 
600 W. Grand Avenue. The Allendale Association operates an educational and 
residential program serving youth with specialized educational, behavioral, and 
mental health needs within the Village.  
 
The SRO program is intended to support a safe learning environment while 
promoting positive engagement with youth, conflict prevention, and coordination 
between law enforcement and school staff. 
 
The Agreement provides for an approximately three-year term beginning March 
16, 2026 and ending June 30, 2029, unless terminated earlier in accordance with 
the agreement terms. The program supports the Village’s authority under the 
Illinois Municipal Code to work cooperatively with public and private agencies on 
initiatives aimed at preventing and reducing juvenile delinquency.

Staff Reports:     

Public Works Supervisor Bowles:  Installation at West Station has been delayed due to equipment issues, 

requiring reinstallation and testing. A new pump has been received and will be installed once weather 

conditions improve. 

 

Superintendent of Streets Horton:  Upcoming roadwork near Oakland was discussed. The project will 

involve lane shifts and staged concrete repairs due to settlement issues where concrete meets asphalt. 

Work is expected to begin early to mid-March, weather permitting, and may last one to two weeks per  

lane, with traffic maintained in both directions during construction. 

 

Chief of Police Tisinai:  The Chief reported on upcoming community engagement events. A Polar Plunge 

event is scheduled, with cold weather expected. Another event is planned for March 13th featuring a 

friendly competition between departments and student involvement.  These events continue to support 

positive community interaction and outreach efforts. 

 

Administrator Strong:  The committee met to advance the PBI project and is preparing to issue a Request 

for Proposals within the next week. Two qualified firms with relevant redevelopment experience 

responded. The committee will conduct interviews, and selected firms are expected to present their 

concepts to the Board in late March or early April. 

 

Additionally, two public hearings are scheduled for March 5th before the Plan Commission and Zoning Board 

of Appeals: final approval consideration for the Lennar Cedar Lake Road development and a conditional use 

permit request for a dog obedience school on Park Avenue. The dog facility would offer classes only, with 

no boarding proposed.  Board packets are being finalized and will be distributed shortly. 

               

Friends of Cedar Lake Update: 

A representative shared plans to launch a simple informational website to improve communication, share 

meeting minutes, post events, and publish lake monitoring results.  The group continues participating in 

the Lake Monitoring Program, testing water quality from March through October. Last year’s results ranked 

Cedar Lake among the healthiest lakes, with improvements noted in phosphorus levels. Monitoring efforts 

are separate from Health Department beach testing and focus on overall ecological health. Volunteer 

participation and community engagement continue to grow.

 WHEREAS, the Village of Lake Villa (the “Village”) has received an application from the 

Petitioner, CalAtlantic Group, LLC, (hereinafter sometimes referred to as the “Petitioner” or the 

“Developer”), the contract purchaser of the property commonly known as 0 West Grand Avenue 

and 0 N. Cedar Lake Road, Lake Villa, IL which property is identified as P.I.N.s 06-05-200-005, 

06-05-200-015, 06-05-200-020, and 06-05-200-021 (collectively, the “Subject Property”) 

requesting approval of a Conditional Use Permit for a Residential Planned Development to permit 

the Petitioner to construct a single-family residential subdivision consisting of not more than 127 

detached single-family homes, ranging in size from approximately 1,866 square feet to 2,907 

square feet on 127 single-family lots, each lot being not less than approximately 8,000 square feet 

in area nor more than approximately 13,167 square feet in area, as well as other related and/or 

required improvements which include but are not limited to water mains, sanitary sewers, storm 

sewers, storm water management facilities, parking, lighting, landscaping, and two (2) park areas, 

an 8-foot wide multi-use path along a portion of Cedar Lake Road that will continue through the 

Development, a 5-foot wide sidewalk which will continue alongside Cedar Lake Road, a central 

open space corridor that will include a pedestrian path within a 40-foot utility easement, as well as 

the approval of variations from provisions of the Village of Lake Villa Village Code, including 

Title 10 thereof, “Zoning Regulations”, subject to the Petitioner’s compliance with all of the 

conditions and restrictions contained in this Ordinance, and subject to the Petitioner’s receipt of 
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all applicable approvals (hereinafter sometimes collectively referred to as the “Residential Planned 

Development” or the “Development”); and 

 WHEREAS, the Subject Property consists of approximately 65 acres located on the south 

side of Grand Avenue, generally on the Southeast corner of the intersection of Grand Avenue and 

Cedar Lake Road, is zoned and classified as part of the Village’s UR3A Zoning District, within 

the corporate limits of the Village, and the Petitioner is not requesting the rezoning of the Subject 

Property; and 

WHEREAS, the Subject Property is legally described as follows: 

PARCEL 1: 
THAT PART OF THE NORTHWEST QUARTER OF THE NORTHEAST QUARTER OF 
SECTION 5, TOWNSHIP 45 NORTH, RANGE 10, EAST OF THE THIRD PRINCIPAL 
MERIDIAN AND DESCRIBED AS FOLLOWS:  COMMENCING AT THE SOUTHWEST

 WHEREAS, the Village of Lake Villa, Illinois, pursuant to the applicable Illinois statutes 

and other applicable authority, has adopted Zoning Regulations as set forth in Chapter 10 of the 

Lake Villa Village Code, as amended from time to time (the “Zoning Regulations”) and certain 

Subdivision Regulations as set forth in Chapter 11 of the Lake Villa Village Code, as amended 
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from time to time (the “Subdivision Regulations”) to regulate, among other things, land use and 

development within the Village; and 

 WHEREAS, Title 10, “Zoning Regulations”, and Title 11, “Subdivision Regulations”, of 

the Lake Villa Village Code provide regulations for the planning, review, and approval of 

conditional use permits for planned unit developments (“PUDs”) within the Village; and 

 WHEREAS, commencing on May 1, 2025 continued from time to time, and concluding on 

March 5, 2026, the Village’s Plan Commission, pursuant to proper notice, did conduct a public 

hearing on the Petitioner’s Application for approval of the subject Conditional Use Permit for the 

proposed Residential Planned Development; and 

 WHEREAS, on July 7, 2025, the Village approved Ordinance No. 2025-07-01 which 

granted preliminary approval of the subject Conditional Use Permit, pursuant to the Petitioner’s 

compliance with certain conditions; and 

WHEREAS, on March 5, 2026, the Plan Commission met and reviewed the final plans 

submitted by the Petitioner for the proposed Conditional Use Permit for a Residential Planned 

Development, and at the conclusion of such public hearing, the Plan Commission recommended 

approval of the subject Conditional Use Permit based upon certain findings of fact and subject to 

certain conditions as follows: 

FINDINGS OF FACT: 
 
1. The Subject Property consists of approximately 65 acres, more or less, is located within the 

corporate limits of the Village of Lake Villa, is commonly known as 0 W. Grand Avenue 
and 0 N. Cedar Lake Road, Lake Villa, IL (Permanent Index Numbers 06-05-200-005, 06-
05-200-015, 06-05-200-020, and 06-05-200-021) and is located on the south side of Grand 
Avenue generally on the Southeast corner of the intersection of Grand Avenue and Cedar 
Lake Road in the Village of Lake Villa and is legally described as follows: 
 
PARCEL 1: 
THAT PART OF THE NORTHWEST QUARTER OF THE NORTHEAST QUARTER OF 
SECTION 5, TOWNSHIP 45 NORTH, RANGE 10, EAST OF THE THIRD PRINCIPAL 
MERIDIAN AND DESCRIBED AS FOLLOWS: COMMENCING AT THE 
SOUTHWEST CORNER OF SAID QUARTER QUARTER SECTION AND THENCE 
NORTH ALONG THE WEST LINE THEREOF TO THE NORTHWEST CORNER 
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THEREOF; THENCE EAST ALONG THE NORTH LINE OF SAID QUARTER 
QUARTER 495 FEET; THENCE SOUTH PARALLEL WITH THE WEST LINE OF SAID 
QUARTER QUARTER SECTION TO A POINT 940 FEET NORTH OF THE SOUTH 
LINE OF SAID QUARTER QUARTER SECTION; THENCE EAST PARALLEL WITH 
THE SOUTH LINE OF SAID QUARTER QUARTER SECTION 495 FEET; THENCE 
SOUTH PARALLEL WITH THE WEST LINE OF SAID QUARTER QUARTER 
SECTION 940 FEET TO SAID SOUTH LINE; THENCE WEST ALONG SAID SOUTH 
LINE 990.0 FEET TO THE POINT OF BEGINNING, IN LAKE COUNTY, ILLINOIS 
(EXCEPTING ALL THAT PART LYING NORTH OF THE SOUTH RIGHT-OF-WAY 
LINE OF ILLINOIS ROUTE 132 (GRAND AVENUE).   
 
PARCEL 2: 
THE SOUTHWEST QUARTER OF THE NORTHEAST QUARTER OF SECTION 5, 
TOWNSHIP 45 NORTH, RANGE 10, EAST OF THE THIRD PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, 
IN LAKE COUNTY, ILLINOIS. 
 
P.I.N.s 06-05-200-005, 06-05-200-015, 06-05-200-020 and 06-05-200-021 
(collectively, the “Subject Property”) 
 

2. PROPOSED USE:  The Petitioner is requesting the Village’s final approval of a Conditional 
Use Permit which would authorize the establishment, operation, and maintenance on the 
Subject Property of a Residential Planned Development for not more than 127 detached 
single-family dwelling units, each lot being not less than 8,000 square feet in area, related 
parking, lighting, landscaping, storm water management facilities, and other amenities, 
which proposed use is compatible with other uses permitted in the UR3A Zoning District. 

 
Paragraph G of Section 10-3A-3, “Statement of Purpose and Intent of Zoning Districts”, 
identifies the purpose of the Urban Residential 3A (UR3A) Zoning District as “an urban 
residential district of intermediate density intended for new developed areas of Lake Villa, 
which are part of a transit oriented development where a substantial portion of the site is 
within one mile of the Lake Villa Metra Station, and where all the facilities, including village 
sewer and water facilities are or can be made available. UR3A permits single-family dwelling 
units only with a mix of the lots which comply with lot area, yard and bulk regulations as 
specified in Section 10-3C-2, Table 2, Column 2 of this Chapter, but not more than fifty 
percent (50%) of the lot mix may consist of the smallest size lots permitted, and the lot mix 
shall also include at least fifteen percent (15%) of each of the other permitted lot sizes. In the 
UR3A zone, the lot mix sizes shall be distributed throughout the subdivision on a 
substantially consistent basis.” 

 
3. FINAL PLANS:  The Plan Commission reviewed the Final Plans for the proposed 

Residential Planned Development and found that the Final Plans, in their present form, and 
the related Conditional Use: 

 
 (a) are consistent with the particular physical surroundings of the Subject Property and  

the granting of certain relief from the Zoning Regulations of the Village will not be 
detrimental to the public welfare or injurious to other property owners in the vicinity 
of the Subject Property; 

 (b) are consistent with the general purpose and intent of the Lake Villa Zoning 
Regulations; 
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 (c) are consistent with the Village’s Comprehensive Plan; 
 (d) are designed, constructed, and maintained so as to be harmonious and appropriate in 

appearance with the existing character of the general vicinity; 
 (e) will not significantly diminish the safety, use and enjoyment of surrounding property; 
 (f) will be adequately served by essential public facilities and services such as streets, 

police and fire service, drainage, refuse disposal, and schools, or such services will 
be provided by the Petitioner at the Petitioner’s sole expense; 

 (g) will not create excessive additional requirements at public expense for public 
facilities and service and will not be detrimental to the economic welfare of the 
community; 

 (h) will not involve uses, activities, processes, materials, equipment and conditions of 
operation that will be detrimental to any persons, property, or the general welfare by 
reason of excessive production of traffic, noise, smoke, fumes, glare or odors; 

 (i) will provide vehicular access to the Subject Property designed so that such use does 
not create any interference with traffic on surrounding public thoroughfares; 

 (j) will not result in the destruction, loss, or damage of a natural, scenic, or historic 
feature of major importance; 

 (k) will comply with all additional regulations in this Ordinance specific to the 
Conditional Use Permit requested; 

 (l) will be generally consistent with the existing zoning of and with the existing uses of 
nearby properties; 

 (m) will not diminish property values by approving the Planned Development, and there 
will be no hardship imposed upon the Petitioner; 

 (n) will not diminish any property values and will promote the general health, safety, and 
welfare; 

 (o) will provide a gain to the public as a result of the establishment of the Planned 
Development, which will offer another housing option for the community and will 
satisfy a community need; 

 (p) will be generally consistent with the intent and purpose of the Lake Villa Zoning 
Regulations; 

 (q) will be generally compatible with the character of the UR3A Zoning District; 
 (r) will be compatible with the neighborhood in which it will be located; 
 (s) will preserve the value of the surrounding residential areas and will be compatible 

with surrounding land uses; 
 (t) The Subject Property is suitable for the proposed Residential Planned Development;  
 (u) The Village has undertaken its planning and land use regulations with great care; and 
 (v) The Subject Property contains no historical features which require preservation, but 

the proposed Conditional Use will preserve environmentally sensitive floodway, 
floodplain, and wetlands which are bisected by the Subject Property as part of the 
Eagle Creek watershed. 

 
4. The final plans submitted to the Village and reviewed by the Village’s Plan Commission for 

the proposed Residential Planned Development are generally consistent with the stated 
purpose of the Village’s Planned Development Regulations set forth in the Zoning 
Regulations of the Village and meet the requirements and standards for a planned 
development located within the UR3A Zoning District of the Village subject to the Village’s 
approval of the requested variations for the subject Residential Planned Development and 
subject to the Petitioner’s compliance with the comments and conditions noted by the 
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Village’s consultants, including but not limited to those comments and conditions noted by 
the Village Engineers. 

 
5. The proposed final plans for the Residential Planned Development will produce a public 

benefit meeting the planning objectives and standards of the Village. 
 
6. The design of the proposed Residential Planned Development, pursuant to and as shown on 

the final plans therefor, makes adequate provision for public services, provides adequate 
control over vehicular traffic, and provides for and protects areas for common open space 
and other amenities. 

 
7. The proposed Residential Planned Development will be compatible with and beneficial to 

the adjacent properties and to the neighborhood, and the proposed Residential Planned 
Development is a desirable addition to the Village’s available housing options, tax base and 
economic well-being. 

 
8. In reviewing requests for Conditional Uses, the following standards were reviewed by both 

the Plan Commission and the Corporate Authorities of the Village and considered pursuant 
to the Village’s Zoning Code: 

 (a) Location:  The site will be so situated that the proposed use is compatible with the 
existing or planned future development in the area.   

  The Plan Commission found that the proposed Residential Planned Development is 
located along major arterials and is compatible with adjacent residential developments. 

 (b) Zoning District Requirements:   All regulations of the UR3A Zoning District in which 
the subject Residential Planned Development will be located shall apply to such uses, 
except where specifically amended and/or varied by the conditions under which the 
Conditional Use Permit is granted.   

  Zoning variances may be provided through the adoption of a Conditional Use for a 
Residential Planned Development as proposed. 

 (c) Lot Area:  A conditional use shall be located on a lot or a zoning lot which conforms 
to the applicable zone regulations unless a different lot area requirement is otherwise 
specified in the Zoning Code.   

  The Plan Commission found that the proposed Residential Planned Development is in 
compliance with minimum requirements of the UR3A Zoning District subject to the 
variations approved herein. 

9. In evaluating a planned development, the Plan Commission and the Corporate Authorities of 
the Village have considered the degree to which that development varies from underlying 
zoning standards of the district in which it will be located, and also considered the benefits 
of the subject Residential Planned Development such as the following: 

(a) The proposed plan for the subject Residential Planned Development has provided for 
a 30-foot landscape buffer and an 8-foot wide multi-use path along Cedar Lake Road 
south of the entrance to the Residential Planned Development that continues through 
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the Development, along with a 5-foot wide sidewalk which continues alongside Cedar 
Lake Road; 

(b) Two (2) park areas (entry gateway and turf near the north end and a playground/open 
space near the entrance to the Residential Planned Development); 

(c) Approximately 13.9 acres of detention and wetlands, including a 7.4 acre basin along 
the eastern edge of the Subject Property; 

(d) A central open space corridor that will include a pedestrian path within a 40-foot utility 
easement. 

 
10. The Plan Commission and the Corporate Authorities of the Village also considered: (a) the 

degree to which the subject Residential Planned Development exhibits extra care and 
attention to details in excess of Village requirements which enhance the character of the 
development, (b) the degree to which any requested increase in density reflects an investment 
in better design, landscaping, or facilities, and (c) the degree to which the Petitioner has gone 
to better preserve critical natural environments, restore or mitigate degraded or distressed 
environments, alleviated off-site problems, and/or provided other improvements, and find as 
follows:   

(a) The proposed Residential Planned Development will provide a mix of single-family 
detached dwelling units ranging in size from approximately 1,866 square feet to 2,907 
square feet, which will meet a housing need in the community.  

(b) A 30-foot-wide landscaped buffer zone, two (2) additional areas for use as a park and/or 
open space, an 8-foot-wide multi-use path along Cedar Lake Road, as well as a 5-foot-
wide sidewalk along Cedar Lake Road will be provided.   

(c) The proposed Development is located at the intersection of easily accessible arterials 
and will serve as a buffer to the existing adjacent residential developments. 

(d) Approximately 13.9 acres of detention and wetlands, including a 7.4-acre basin along 
the eastern edge of the Subject Property will also be provided. 

 
11. In addition to, and as part of the Conditional Use Permit requested by the Petitioner, the 

Petitioner is seeking final approval of the variations which were previously granted 
preliminary approval pursuant to Village of Lake Villa Ordinance No. 2025-07-01, and 
except as otherwise provided herein, those variations which are hereby granted final approval 
are set forth below. 

12.  The Petitioner was granted preliminary approval for a Conditional Use Permit for a 
Residential Planned Development pursuant to Village of Lake Villa Ordinance No. 2025-07-
01, and the Petitioner’s request for final approval of said Conditional Use Permit to authorize 
the Development and the final plans therefor submitted to and reviewed by the Village in 
support thereof have been revised to comply with the provisions of Ordinance No. 2025-07-
01 and are consistent with and contain no major deviations from those plans which were 
previously submitted to the Village and which received preliminary approval. 

 
13.  The following submittals were considered as part of this recommendation for final approval 

of a Conditional Use Permit for a Residential Planned Development and this 
recommendation is subject to compliance with such plans except as specified herein and/or 
pursuant to comments or conditions of the Village’s consultants as referenced herein: 

 
(a) Final Plat of Subdivision of Cedar Lake Estates prepared by R.E. Allen and Associates, 

LTD, last revised February 12, 2026;

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15. The Plan Commission also recommended approval of the variations requested by the 
Petitioner for the subject Residential Planned Development, including those which received 
preliminary approval and those variations also requested by the Petitioner relative to 
temporary signage and the permanent monument sign, all as set forth herein; and 

 
16. The Plan Commission also recommended that final approval of the requested Conditional 

Use Permit for the subject Development be subject to the Petitioner’s compliance with the 
comments contained in the memorandums received from the Village’s respective consulting 
engineers, i.e., Jon Tack and Applied Technologies, copies of which memorandums are 
attached hereto as part of Group Exhibit A and thereby made a part hereof; and 

 
 WHEREAS, subject to the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, the Mayor and Board 

of Trustees of the Village have determined that it is in the best interests of the Village and its 

residents to grant final approval of the Petitioner’s request for a Conditional Use Permit for a 

Residential Planned Development for the Subject Property, all in accordance with this Ordinance 

and the  Zoning Ordinance of the Village and all other applicable ordinances of the Village: 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the 

Village of Lake Villa, Lake County, Illinois, as follows: 

 SECTION 1:   The Corporate Authorities of the Village find that the facts stated in the 

preamble of this Ordinance are true and correct and the same are incorporated into the text of this 

Ordinance as findings of fact to the same extent as if each had been set forth in its entirety herein. 

 SECTION 2:   The Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village of Lake Villa hereby accept 

and approve the Recommendation and Findings of Fact of the Lake Villa Plan Commission dated 

March 5, 2026, which are hereby incorporated herein by reference. 

 SECTION 3:  Final Approval of Petitioner’s Application for a Conditional Use Permit for 

a Residential Planned Development Is Hereby Granted:  Subject to the terms, conditions, and 

restrictions of this Ordinance, as well as subject to the conditions and limitations in the Zoning 

Regulations and/or Subdivision Regulations of the Village, except as provided in the variations 

hereby approved, the Mayor and Board of Trustees hereby grant final PUD approval to the 

Petitioner for the Residential Planned Development to be constructed on the Subject Property by

the Petitioner and thereafter maintained in good condition, and specifically, to allow the Petitioner 

to construct a single-family residential subdivision consisting of not more than 127 detached 

single-family homes, ranging in size from approximately 1,866 square feet to 2,907 square feet on 

127 single-family lots, each lot being not less than approximately 8,000 square feet in area nor 

more than approximately 13,167 square feet in area, as well as other related and/or required 

improvements which include but are not limited to water mains, sanitary sewers, storm sewers, 

storm water management facilities, parking, lighting, landscaping, and two (2) park areas, an 8-

foot wide multi-use path along a portion of Cedar Lake Road that will continue through the 

Development, a 5-foot wide sidewalk which will continue alongside Cedar Lake Road, a central 

open space corridor that will include a pedestrian path within a 40-foot utility easement, as well as 

the approval of variations from certain provisions of the Village of Lake Villa Village Code, 

including Title 10 thereof, “Zoning Regulations”, as further described below, all subject to the 

Petitioner’s timely and continued compliance with all of the terms, conditions and restrictions 

contained in this Ordinance, and subject to the Petitioner’s receipt of all applicable approvals prior 

to commencement of any construction on the Subject Property, consistent with the following final 

plans for said Residential Planned Development, copies of which exhibits are attached hereto as 

Group Exhibit A, the “2026 Approved Final Plans”, and thereby made a part hereof: 

(a) Final Plat of Subdivision of Cedar Lake Estates prepared by R.E. Allen and Associates, 
LTD, last revised February 12, 2026; 

(b) Final Engineering Plans prepared by Pearson, Brown & Associates, Inc, last revised 
February 13, 2026; 

(c) Final Stormwater & Floodplain Management Design Report Prepared by Pearson, 
Brown & Associates, Inc., last revised February 13, 2026; 

(d) Signed Watershed Development Permit Application dated October 16, 2025; 
(e) Final Landscaping Plan Estimate of Project Costs prepared by Gary R. Weber dated 

September 24, 2025; 
(f) Plat of Easement for Storm Sewer prepared by R.E. Allen and Associates, LTD, last 

revised February 25, 2026;

February 27, 2026. 
   
 As part of the Conditional Use Permit herein granted, the Petitioner is hereby granted the 

following waivers, variations, and/or exceptions for the subject Residential Planned Development 

to be constructed on the Subject Property, subject to the Petitioner’s timely and continued 

compliance with the conditions set forth herein: 

A. Variations from Table 2, “Lot Areas, Yard and Bulk Regulations”, of Section 10-3C-2 
of the Village’s Zoning Regulations relative to the UR3A Zoning District to permit the 
following: 

 
 (i) LOT AREA AND LOT MIX:  The Subject Property is presently zoned and 

classified as part of the Village’s UR3A Zoning District (Urban Residential 3A), 
and the Petitioner is not requesting rezoning of the Subject Property.   

 
  Table 2, “Lot Area, Yard and Bulk Regulations” of Section 10-3C-2 of the 

Village’s Zoning Regulations requires the following minimum lot sizes for a 
residential development in the UR3A Zoning District:  (1) At least 15% of the lot 
mix shall be 10,200 square feet in area; (2) At least 15% of the lot mix shall be 
9,300 square feet in area, and (3) Not more than 50% of the lot mix shall be 8,000 
square feet in area.   

 
  In their present form, the final plans for the proposed Residential Planned 

Development do not presently comply with these requirements, and the Petitioner 
is hereby granted approval of the following variations which would allow the 
proposed Development to have the following non-compliant mix of lot sizes: 

 
(a) Approximately 22% (28 lots) with a lot size of between 10,280 square feet 

in area to 13,167 square feet in area, which lot mix percentage exceeds the 
minimum required; 
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(b) Approximately 11% (14 lots) with a lot size of approximately 9,300 square 
feet in area to 10,199 square feet in area, which lot mix percentage does not 
comply with the minimum requirements of the Village’s Zoning 
Regulations; and 

 
(c) Approximately 67% (85 lots) with a lot size of 8,000 square feet in area to 

9,299 square feet in area, which exceeds the 50% maximum percentage of 
lots of this size otherwise permitted by the Village’s Zoning Regulations. 

 
(ii) FRONT YARD SETBACK: For all lots within the Development, a variation of 

5 feet is hereby granted to permit each lot to have a front yard setback of 25 feet, 
notwithstanding the fact that a front yard setback of 30 feet is otherwise required; 

 
(iii) SIDE YARD SETBACK:   
 (a) For lots with an area of 10,200 square feet or more:  A variation of 3 feet is 

hereby granted to permit lots with an area of 10,200 square feet or more to 
have a side yard setback of 6 feet, notwithstanding the fact that a side yard 
setback of 9 feet is otherwise required; 

 
 (b) For lots with an area of 9,300 square feet:  A variation of 2 feet is hereby 

granted to permit lots with an area of 9,300 square feet to have a side yard 
setback of 6 feet, notwithstanding the fact that a side yard setback of 8 feet 
is otherwise required; 

 
 (c) For lots with an area of 8,000 square feet:  A  side yard setback of 6 feet is 

hereby granted, which is in compliance with the provisions of the Village’s 
Zoning Regulations, and therefore, no variation for such lots is needed . 

 
(iv) TOTAL SIDE YARD: 
 (a)  For lots with an area of 10,200 square feet or more:  A variation of 6 feet is 

hereby granted to permit lots with an area of 10,200 square feet or more to 
have a total side yard of 12 feet, notwithstanding the fact that a total side 
yard of 18 feet is otherwise required; 

 
 (b) For lots with an area of 9,300 square feet or more:  A variation of 4 feet is 

hereby granted to permit lots with an area of 9,300 square feet to have a 
total side yard of 12 feet, notwithstanding the fact that a total side yard of 
16 feet is otherwise required; 

 
 (c) For lots with an area of at least 8,000 square feet:  A  total side yard of 12 

feet is proposed, which is in compliance with the provisions of the Village’s 
Zoning Regulations, and therefore, no variation for such lots is being 
requested. 

 
(v) SETBACK ABUTTING A STREET:  A variation of 5 feet is hereby granted to 

permit each lot to have a setback abutting a street of 25 feet, notwithstanding the 
fact that a 30-foot setback is otherwise required by the Village’s Zoning 
Regulations. 
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(vi) LOT COVERAGE AND LOT MIX:  The following variations with respect to lot 
coverage and lot mix are hereby granted: 

 
 (a) For lots with an area of 10,200 square feet or more:  a variation is hereby 

granted to permit each lot to have 35% coverage, notwithstanding the fact 
that 30% coverage is permitted and no variation is being requested with 
regard to lot mix which requires at least a 15% lot mix; 

 
 (b) For lots with an area of 9,300 square feet or more:  a variation is hereby 

granted to permit each lot to have 60% coverage, notwithstanding the fact 
that 35% coverage is permitted and a variation with regard to lot mix which 
requires at least a 15% lot mix is also hereby granted; and 

 
 (c) For lots with a respective area of at least 8,000 square feet:  a variation is 

hereby granted to permit each lot to have 60% coverage, notwithstanding 
the fact that 40% coverage is permitted and a variation is also hereby 
granted so that the Petitioner may exceed 50% of this lot mix, 
notwithstanding the fact that the Village’s standards provide that such lot 
mix shall be not more than 50% of the lot mix. 

 
(vii) FLOOR AREA RATIO (“FAR”):  The Petitioner proposes to construct single-

family detached residential dwelling units ranging in size from approximately 
1,866 square feet to 2,907 square feet on each of the 127 lots in the proposed 
Residential Planned Development.  Approximately 98 lots out of 127 lots, will 
have a lot size of between approximately 8,000 square feet and 10,070 square. 
Therefore, the proposed planned development will have a 75% lot mix with a 
FAR of 45%, notwithstanding the fact that the Village’s Zoning Regulations 
provide that not more than 50% of the lot mix shall have a maximum FAR of 
45%. Therefore, a variation from this maximum FAR required and lot mix 
percentage standard is hereby granted. 

 
  (viii) IMPERVIOUS SURFACE RATIO: Variations from Section 10-8-1, “Site 

Capacity Calculation”, of the Village’s Zoning Regulations relative to the 
maximum impervious surface ratio are being requested to allow more impervious 
surface per lot than otherwise permitted by Section 10-8-1, as follows: 

  
 (a) For lots with an area of 10,200 square feet or more:  No variations from the 

permitted maximum impervious surface ratio are being requested or are 
granted herein; 

 
 (b) For lots with an area of 9,300 square feet or more:  A variation of 15% from 

the permitted maximum impervious surface ratio is hereby granted to permit 
lots with an area of 9,300 square feet or more to have a maximum 
impervious surface ratio of 60%, notwithstanding the fact that a 45% 
impervious surface ratio is otherwise permitted; and 

 
 (c) For lots with an area of at least 8,000 square feet:  A variation of 10% from 

the required maximum impervious surface ratio is hereby granted to permit 
lots with an area of 8,000 square feet or more to have a maximum 
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impervious surface ratio of 60%, notwithstanding the fact that a 50% 
impervious surface ratio is otherwise permitted. 

 
B. Signage:   
 
 (i) The Petitioner is hereby granted variations from the provisions of Section 10-6D-

3(H) of the Lake Villa Village Code to permit the Petitioner to install and 
maintain on the Subject Property those temporary signs as specified in the Cedar 
Lake Estates Marketing and Signage Plan dated January 28, 2026, 
notwithstanding the fact that the aggregate surface area and heights of such 
temporary signage exceed the requirements of Section 10-6D-3(H), the authority 
for which temporary signs shall expire upon the Petitioner’s sale or transfer of all 
lots in the Development; and 

 
 (ii) A variation is hereby granted to permit the Petitioner to install and maintain in 

good condition a permanent monument sign in substantial compliance with the 
final approved plans therefor with a sign surface area of not more than thirty-five 
(35) square feet and a total structural dimension of eighty-four (84) square feet, 
as specified in the Petitioner’s Final Landscape Plan prepared by Gary R. Weber 
Associates, Inc. dated September 26, 2025, a copy of which is attached hereto as 
part of Group Exhibit A, the “2026 Approved Final Plans”, notwithstanding the 
fact that the maximum sign surface area otherwise permitted pursuant to Section 
10-6D-4 of the Lake Barrington Village Code is thirty-two (32) square feet. 

 
Approval of all of the foregoing is subject to the Petitioner’s receipt in writing of all applicable 

approvals, and the Petitioner shall and does hereby agree to use diligent, good faith efforts to apply 

for and secure all approvals required by this Ordinance and all other applicable ordinances of the 

Village for construction of the subject Residential Planned Development and related 

improvements. 

 SECTION 4:  Express Conditions of Final Approval:  Final approval of the subject 

Conditional Use Permit for a Residential Planned Development for the Subject Property as herein 

granted shall be and is hereby expressly subject to the Petitioner’s timely and continued 

compliance with the following conditions, restrictions, and limitations, and the Petitioner’s failure 

to comply with any of the provisions of this Ordinance may, in the reasonable discretion of the 

Corporate Authorities of the Village, and upon adoption of a subsequent Ordinance relative 

thereto, cause the Village to revoke such final approval as herein granted: 
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(A) The Village’s approval of the subject Conditional Use Permit for the Residential Planned 
Development is and shall be subject to the condition precedent that the Petitioner has closed 
on its purchase of the Subject Property and has provided to the Village a recorded copy of 
the deed of conveyance, as well as such other reasonable conditions of approval as set forth 
below.  

 
(B) Prior to commencement of any construction activity on the Subject Property and prior to the 

Petitioner’s application for any building permit relative to the subject Residential Planned 
Development, the Petitioner shall revise and submit to the Village  all documents which are 
required to be further modified and which have been modified to be consistent with the 
comments received by Jon Tack, P.E. dated February 28, 2026, attached as Exhibit R, and 
Applied Technologies dated February 27, 2026, attached as Exhibit S, which are part of 
Group Exhibit A, the “2026 Approved Final Plans”, and thereby made a part thereof, as 
determined and approved in writing by the Village Administrator, or his designee. 
 

(C) The Petitioner shall comply with all applicable codes and standards referenced in the 
International Fire Code adopted by the Village as part of the Lake Villa Village Code and 
incorporated herein by reference, as determined and approved in writing by the Village 
Administrator, or his designee, unless otherwise specified herein or by an Ordinance 
hereafter adopted by the Village’s Board of Trustees. 

 
(D) The final plans for the Development shall provide for two (s) separate fire apparatus access 

roads and the Petitioner shall design the secondary access road so that such access road’s 
width, weight load capacity and access shall constitute a separate fire apparatus access road 
as approved and determined by the Village Administrator, or his designee; with signs stating 
“NO PUBLIC ACCESS”, which signage shall be approved in writing in advance by the 
Village Administrator or his designee, and which signage shall also be posted on one or both 
sides of the fire apparatus road. 

 
(E) Signage Plan: The Petitioner shall comply with all requirements of the Village’s Signage 

Regulations, i.e., Article D of Chapter 6, “Zoning Requirements”, of Title 10, “Zoning 
Regulations”, including but not limited to requirements as to square footage, height and 
number for both permanent and temporary signs as determined by the Village Administrator 
or his designee, except as expressly provided with respect to those variations recommended 
for approval herein. 

 
(F) Construction Activities Plan: Prior to the issuance to the Petitioner or its agent(s) of any 

building permit for the subject Residential Planned Development, the Petitioner shall submit 
a construction activities plan in compliance with Section 10-9-1.8 (A)(m) of the Lake Villa 
Village Code  

 
(G) Development Schedule: Prior to the issuance to the Petitioner or its agent(s) of any building 

permit for the subject Residential Planned Development, the Petitioner shall submit a 
development schedule which is required pursuant to Section 10-9-1.8 (A)(r) of the Lake Villa 
Village Code. 

 
(H) Homeowners’ Association: The Petitioner is and shall be required to incorporate a property 

owners’ association for the subject Residential Planned Development in accordance with the 
laws of the State of Illinois and submit final covenants for the subject Residential Planned 
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Development to the Village Administrator for the prior review and written approval by the 
Village Attorney. Such approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.  The final version of 
such covenants shall thereafter be promptly recorded by the Petitioner prior to the sale of any 
lot and/or residential dwelling unit within the subject Residential Planned Development, and 
the Petitioner shall be required to provide a copy of the recorded covenants to each 
prospective purchaser of property within the subject Development prior to closing.  The 
property owners’ association shall be maintained in good standing with the Illinois Secretary 
of State in perpetuity. In the event the homeowners’ association fails to adequately maintain 
any required common areas or improvements, the Village may, after thirty (30) days written 
notice to the association, perform such maintenance as it deems reasonably necessary. The 
cost of such work shall be reimbursed to the Village by the homeowners’ association. If 
unpaid, such costs may be recovered by the Village in any manner permitted by law. 

 
(I) Lake County Watershed Development Ordinance Permit/U.S. Army Corps Of Engineers 

Permit Or No Permit Required Letter: Prior to the commencement of any construction 
activity on the Subject Property, the Petitioner shall obtain a Lake County Watershed 
Development  Permit and shall be required to obtain and submit to the Village all necessary 
approval(s) or a “no permit required” letter from the Army Corps of Engineers.  

 
(J) Prior to commencement of construction: 

(i) The Petitioner shall construct and/or install all streets, stormwater management, 
sanitary sewer(s), water system improvements, and other related improvements 
required for the subject Residential Planned Development in advance of any 
construction on any dwelling unit(s), all in accordance with the final engineering 
approved by the Corporate Authorities of the Village or by the Village Administrator, 
or his designee.  However, the Petitioner shall not be required to apply the final asphalt 
lift to such streets until construction is substantially completed as determined by the 
Village Engineer. 

 
(ii) The Petitioner shall pay all required school impact fees as required by Section 11-2-

4(I)(1) of the Lake Villa Village Code, as determined and calculated by the Village 
Administrator or his designee, unless and until an executed agreement between the 
school district(s) and the Petitioner provide for a lesser amount. In the event that the 
Village later approves lesser school impact fees via Ordinance, such lesser school 
impact fees shall apply for any building permit thereafter sought and issued. Payment 
of such school impact fees shall be made no later than at the time of building permit 
issuance for each respective dwelling unit. 

(iii) The dedication of land for park and/or open space purposes as shown on the final plans 
for the subject Residential Planned Development satisfies the requirements of the Lake 
Villa Village Code as set forth in Section 11-2-4(H)(4) thereof, and therefore, the 
Petitioner shall not be required to make any payment of any cash-in-lieu of dedication 
of land. 

(iv) The Petitioner shall secure in writing all permits and approvals from the Village, from 
CLCJAWA, from Fox Lake and Lake County Public Works, for sewer, water and storm 
sewer service for the subject Residential Planned Development. 
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(v) The Petitioner shall secure in writing all permits and approvals from the Lake County 
Division of Transportation for all access, road improvements, or other transportation 
infrastructure required for the subject Residential Planned Development. 

 (vi) The Petitioner shall deposit with the Village Treasurer an irrevocable letter of credit in 
a form substantially as set forth on Exhibit B attached hereto and thereby made a part 
hereof and acceptable to the Village Attorney and in an amount approved by the Village 
Administrator as a performance guarantee for all required on-site and off-site 
improvements for the subject Residential Planned Development. 

(K) As-Built Plans: Prior to the issuance of the first final Certificate of Occupancy for the subject 
Residential Planned Development, the Petitioner shall provide to the Village “as built” final 
plans showing the precise location of all improvements on or related to the Subject Property, 
including all buildings, utilities, sewer mains, water mains, streets, sidewalks, paths, 
detention or retention ponds, drainage swales, and other stormwater management facilities, 
provided, however, the Village acknowledges that the Petitioner may apply for temporary or 
final Certificates of Occupancy on a building-by-building basis.  

 
(L) Blanket Easement:  The Final Plat for the subject Residential Planned Development shall 

include the dedication of one or more non-exclusive blanket easements over, under, across, 
and through the Subject Property for the purpose of maintenance by the Village of the public 
water and sewer mains at such times and in such circumstances as the Village deems 
expedient, but the Village shall have the right to do such maintenance but not the obligations 
to do so.   

 
(M)  Approval of the requested waivers, variations, and/or exceptions does not imply and shall 

not be construed as approving or granting any other variation, waiver, or exception from any 
other provisions of the Village of Lake Villa Zoning Regulations, the Village of Lake Villa 
Village Code, or from the provisions of any other ordinances of the Village of Lake Villa. 

 
(N) The Petitioner shall comply with all fee and payment requirements as set forth in the Village 

of Lake Villa Village Code in place at the time of permitting, which such requirements may 
be amended from time to time in the future, unless otherwise excepted by the Village Board 
pursuant to Ordinance. 

 
(O) The Petitioner shall comply with all provisions of the Village of Lake Villa Village Code, 

which includes but is not limited to the Village of Lake Villa Zoning and Subdivision 
Regulations, except as expressly provided pursuant to the variations herein approved. 

 
(P) No Authorization for Development Activity:  The approvals granted by this Ordinance are 

not and shall not be interpreted in any manner as an authorization for the Petitioner and/or 
its assigns, employee(s), contractor(s), and/or agent(s) to commence any development 
activity on the Subject Property.  The approval(s) granted in this Ordinance for the 
Conditional Use Permit for a Residential Planned Development for the Subject Property do 
not authorize and/or imply the authorization of the issuance of any Village permit(s) for the 
subject Residential Planned Development, including but not limited to any watershed 
development permit(s), no building permit(s), no earth-moving permit(s), nor any sewer or 
water connection permits, which approval shall not occur unless and until the Petitioner has 
closed on its purchase of the Subject Property and has provided to the Village a recorded 
copy of the deed of conveyance, and such permits have been respectively approved and 
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authorized by the Village’s Building Department, the Village’s Stormwater consultant, and 
by the Village Engineer.   

 
(Q) Subdivision of the Subject Property:  No development activity shall occur and no portion of 

the Subject Property shall be developed until and unless a final Plat (meaning, a final Plat of 
Subdivision or a final Planned Development Plat) for the Development has been approved 
by Ordinance of the Village Board and recorded with the Lake County Recording Division, 
a copy of which recorded Plat shall be promptly provided to the Village by the Petitioner. 

 
(R) Fees and Costs:  In compliance with applicable provisions of the Village of Lake Villa 

Village Code, including but not limited to Title 10, “Zoning Regulations”, Title 11, 
“Subdivision Regulations”, and Section 1-5-3, “Debts and Legal Obligations Due to the 
Village” thereof, the Petitioner is and shall be required to timely pay all applicable fees and 
costs and/or to reimburse the Village for any and all costs incurred by the Village relating to 
the proposed Residential Planned Development and any approvals related thereto (including 
but not limited to review and preparation of documents for granting preliminary and final 
approvals thereof and enforcement of such approvals), including any costs associated with 
the review and approval of plans and other documents prepared or to be prepared by 
Petitioner relative to the proposed Residential Planned Development.  Any amount not paid 
within 30 days after delivery of an invoice in writing for such payment, along with interest 
and the costs of collection, shall become a lien upon the Subject Property, and the Village 
shall have the right to foreclose such lien in the name of the Village as in the case of 
foreclosure of liens against real estate. The Village shall provide a tax-exempt letter to the 
Petitioner but only relative to materials used to construct public improvement(s) to be owned 
by or dedicated to the Village. 

 
(S) Binding Effect:  The rights and obligations set forth in this Ordinance shall be and are binding 

upon and inure to Petitioner and upon any and all of Petitioner’s heirs, successors, and 
assigns, and upon any and all successor legal or beneficial owners of all or any portion of the 
Subject Property.  To the extent that a successor becomes bound to the obligations created 
herein pursuant to a transferee assumption agreement acceptable to the Village, and such 
successor demonstrates to the Village that it has the financial viability to meet the obligations 
herein, the Petitioner may be released from its obligations under this Ordinance to the extent 
of the transferee’s assumption of such liability.  The failure of the Petitioner to provide the 
Village with an enforceable transferee assumption agreement as herein provided shall result 
in the Petitioner remaining fully liable for all of its obligations under this Ordinance but shall 
neither preclude a transfer nor relieve the transferee of its liability for all such obligations as 
a successor to Petitioner.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, Petitioner may assign its rights and 
obligations set forth in this Ordinance to one or more affiliates, which affiliate(s) will become 
the fee simple owner of the Property, and the Village consents to such assignment to 
Petitioner’s affiliate(s) without the need for a transferee assumption agreement, but the 
assignment of this Ordinance and the final approval herein provided to any third party other 
than a wholly-owned affiliate of the Petitioner shall require such a transferee assumption 
agreement executed by such third-party transferee and the written consent of the Corporate 
Authorities of the Village. 

 
(T)  Indemnification:  
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   (1) The Village agrees to cooperate with the Petitioner, and/or its successors and/or 
assigns, in defending any action which contests any aspect of this Ordinance and the 
Conditional Use for a Planned Development which is granted final approval herein.  
The Petitioner, for itself individually as well as on behalf of its successors and/or 
assigns, agrees to hold harmless and indemnify the Village, its elected and appointed 
officials, officers, employees, and other agents (the “Indemnified Village Parties”) 
relative to any such actions and/or costs, claims, or expenses relative thereto, and all 
costs, including attorneys’ fees, incurred by the Village in connection therewith (but 
excluding any actions, costs, claims, or expenses resulting from the gross negligence 
or willful misconduct of the Indemnified Village Parties) shall be paid for by the 
Petitioner or reimbursed to the Village by the Petitioner.  The Village may require a 
reasonable deposit by the Petitioner to cover any such anticipated costs. 

 
(2) The Petitioner hereby undertakes and agrees, to the greatest extent permitted by law, to 

indemnify, defend, save and keep harmless the Indemnified Village Parties from and 
against any loss, cost, damage, liability, claim or expense, including attorneys’ fees, 
which any of the Indemnified Village Parties may suffer, incur or sustain from or 
arising out of any injuries to or death of any person or persons, or damage to or loss of 
any real or personal property, including but not limited to damage to the Property of 
the Petitioner and/or to the property of tenants or invitees of the tenants, including but 
not limited to damages due to or resulting directly or indirectly from the Subject 
Property and/or from any use and/or occupancy of the Subject Property and/or from 
the Conditional Use Permit herein granted final approval (but excluding any actions, 
costs, claims, or expenses resulting from the gross negligence or willful misconduct of 
the Indemnified Village Parties). 

 
(U)  Remedies:   
 

(1) Any violation of this Ordinance shall also be deemed a violation of the Village of 
Lake Villa Zoning Code and the Lake Villa Village Code and each day such a 
violation exists or continues shall constitute a separate offense.  As provided in the 
Village of Lake Villa Village Code, each such offense shall be punishable by a 
mandatory minimum daily fine of not less than $100.00 per day and not more than 
$750.00 per day as provided by the Village of Lake Villa Zoning Regulations and the 
Lake Villa Village Code. 

 
(2) In the event the Petitioner, and/or its successors and/or assigns, fails to timely pay or 

reimburse the Village for any fees and/or expenses due pursuant to this Ordinance or 
pursuant to the other applicable ordinances of the Village, or if the Petitioner 
otherwise violates this Ordinance, or is otherwise in default in its obligations under 
this Ordinance, and has been notified of and failed to cure such default within thirty 
(30) days after receipt of such notice by the Petitioner and/or its successor(s) and/or 
assign(s), the Village shall be entitled to all remedies available at law and/or in equity 
and, in addition to all other remedies available including those otherwise set forth in 
this Ordinance, the Village may suspend, revoke, or decline to issue any building, 
occupancy and/or other permit, license(s), or approvals required by the ordinances of 
the Village and/or the Village may suspend or revoke the Conditional Use Permit 
herein granted.  Such notice as required by this Subparagraph 2 may be sent via email 
and/or via U.S. Certified Mail, Return Receipt Requested, and Postage Prepaid. 
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(V) Severability Clause:  It is the intention of the Corporate Authorities of the Village that this 

Ordinance and every provision thereof shall be considered separable and the invalidity of 
any section, clause, provision, part, or portion of any section, clause, or provision of this 
Ordinance shall not affect the validity of any other portion of this Ordinance.  If any section, 
subsection, subdivision, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance or any part 
thereof is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid or ineffective by  any  court  
of  competent  jurisdiction, such  decision  shall  not  affect the validity or effectiveness of 
the remaining portions of this Ordinance, or any part thereof.  The Corporate Authorities 
hereby declare that it would have approved each section, subsection, subdivision, 
paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase thereof irrespective of the fact that any one or more 
sections, subsections, subdivision, paragraphs, sentences, clauses or phrases be declared 
unconstitutional, invalid or ineffective. 

 
(W) Exhibits:  Attached hereto as Group Exhibit A and thereby incorporated herein by 

reference, are copies of all of the final plans and submittals which were reviewed and 
considered by the Plan Commission and by the Corporate Authorities of the Village.  All 
such exhibits attached to this Ordinance are deemed to be and are expressly made a part of 
and incorporated into this Ordinance to the same extent as if each such exhibit had been 
set forth in its entirety in the body of this Ordinance. 

 
(X) Approval Authority:  If any provisions of this Ordinance delegate approval authority to any 

Village officer, employee, or agent for any aspect of this Ordinance, then either the 
Petitioner or such officer, employee, or agent of the Petitioner, and/or its successors and/or 
assigns, as the case may be, shall have the right to have any such decision of such Village 
officer, employee or agent, or his or her designee, reviewed, reconsidered, and a final 
decision thereon made by the Corporate Authorities of the Village. Any reference in this 
Ordinance to the authority of the Mayor or the Village Administrator to grant or deny an 
approval shall, whether or not so specified, include the authority for such decision to be 
reviewed and made by the Corporate Authorities of the Village. 

 
 SECTION 5:    This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, 
approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided however, that the approval(s) granted by 
this Ordinance shall have no force or effect unless and until Petitioner has caused a duly authorized 
person to execute and thereafter file with the Village the unconditional agreement and consent in 
the form entitled “Acceptance” attached hereto and by this reference incorporated herein and made 
a part hereof (the “Acceptance”); provided further that, if the Petitioner does not so file the 
Acceptance within sixty (60) days following the passage of this Ordinance, the Village Board may, 
in its discretion and without public notice or hearing, repeal this Ordinance and thereby revoke all 
final approvals granted in this Ordinance. 
  
 SECTION 6:   The Village Clerk is hereby directed to publish this Ordinance in pamphlet 
form and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval and  
publication in pamphlet form as provided by law and acceptance thereof by the Petitioner and the 
other Petitioners as provided below.

and preliminary approval of a Conditional Use Permit for a Planned Development (sometimes referred 

to herein as the “Conditional Use”), as well as approval of an exception from the Village’s Zoning 

Regulations relative to maximum permitted height in the Village’s AG Zoning District, to permit the 

Petitioner to construct and establish a Community-Scale Ground-Mounted Solar Energy System and 
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other related improvements on approximately 30 acres of the Subject Property (the “Project”), which 

Project is of a use and size that may be authorized as a Conditional Use within the Village’s AG 

(Agricultural) Zoning District pursuant to the Village’s Zoning Regulations, and the written consent of 

the Owner has been submitted with the aforesaid Application, a copy of which consent is attached hereto 

as part of Group Exhibit B and thereby made a part hereof; and 

WHEREAS, the Petitioner has an option to lease the Subject Property, conditioned in part on the 

Village’s approval of the relief sought in the Application, with the lease term if exercised being for an 

initial term of twenty (20) years with up to three (3) optional lease renewals at the tenant’s discretion, 

each for a term of five (5) years; and 

 WHEREAS, the Village of Lake Villa, Illinois, pursuant to the applicable Illinois statutes and 

other applicable authority, has adopted Zoning Regulations as set forth in Chapter 10 of the Lake Villa 

Village Code, as amended from time to time (the “Zoning Regulations”) and certain Planned 

Development Regulations as set forth in Chapter 9 of the Lake Villa Village Code, as amended from 

time to time (the “Planned Development Regulations”) to regulate, among other things, land use and 

development within the Village; and 

 WHEREAS, the Subject Property is currently under single ownership and/or unified control by 

the aforesaid Owner, Greenpath is the proposed contract purchaser of the Subject Property and following 

Greenpath’s proposed future purchase of the Subject Property, Greenpath proposes to donate and transfer 

ownership of the Subject Property in fee simple to the Village as a voluntarily-provided community 

benefit to the Village within 60 days following the achievement of the “Substantial Competition” 

milestone as defined by the American Institute of Architects (“AIA”) for the Project, at which time the 

Village will assume the ground lease with the Petitioner to lease the Subject Property from the Village 

for the Project use, during which lease period, all component parts of the Project and the related 

equipment installed and maintained on the Subject Property will continue to be owned and maintained 
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by the Petitioner and remain under single ownership and/or unified control by the Petitioner, subject to 

Section 4(G)(i)(c) of this Ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, the Petitioner’s Application was referred to the Village’s Plan Commission/Zoning 

Board of Appeals, which held a public hearing on the Petitioner’s Application on January 21, 2026 

pursuant to notice duly published in the Daily Herald, a newspaper of general circulation within the 

Village of Lake Villa, said publication occurring not more than thirty (30) days, and not less than fifteen 

(15) days prior to the public hearing, and mailed and posted notices were also provided as required by 

law; and 

 WHEREAS, based upon its review of the Petitioner’s preliminary plans for the Project, the 

Village of Lake Villa Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals provided to the Village’s Mayor and 

Board of Trustees its recommendation for preliminary approval of the Petitioner’s request for a 

Conditional Use for a Planned Development, rezoning of the Subject Property, a related zoning map 

amendment, and approval of a variation from the provisions of the Village’s Zoning Regulations relative 

to the maximum permitted height of a structure located in the Village’s AG (Agricultural) Zoning 

District, subject to the Petitioner’s timely and continued compliance with certain conditions and 

restrictions as set forth herein, and based upon said review, the Village of Lake Villa Plan 

Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals made the following findings of fact in support of its 

recommendation of preliminary approval of the proposed Project, finding that the proposed Project: 

1. Is consistent with the particular physical surroundings of the Subject Property and that the granting 

of certain relief from the Village’s Zoning Regulations of the Village will not be detrimental to the 

public welfare or injurious to other property owners in the vicinity of the Subject Property;  

 

2. Is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the Lake Villa Zoning Regulations. 

 

3. Is consistent with the objectives of the Village’s Comprehensive Plan. 

 

4. Is designed, constructed, operated, and maintained so as to be harmonious and appropriate in 

appearance with the existing or intended character of the general vicinity. 
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5. Will not significantly diminish the safety, use and enjoyment of surrounding property. 

 

6. Will be adequately served by essential public facilities and services such as streets, police and fire 

service, drainage, or such services will be provided by the Petitioner at the Petitioner’s sole 

expense. 

 

7. Will not create excessive additional requirements at public expense for public facilities and service 

and will not be detrimental to the economic welfare of the community. 

 

8. Will not involve uses, activities, processes, materials, equipment and conditions of operation that 

will be detrimental to any persons, property, or the general welfare by reason of excessive 

production of traffic, noise, smoke, fumes, glare or odors. 

 

9. Will provide vehicular access to the Subject Property designed so that such use does not create any 

interference with traffic on surrounding public thoroughfares. 

 

10. Will not result in the destruction, loss, or damage of a natural, scenic, or historic feature of major 

importance. 

 

11. Will comply with all additional regulations specific to the Conditional Use Permit requested. 

 

12. Will be generally consistent with the existing zoning of and with the existing uses of nearby 

properties. 

 

13. Will not diminish property values by granting the proposed Conditional Use. 

 

14. Will not diminish the value of the Subject property or any adjacent property values by approving 

the requested Conditional Use and will promote the general health, safety, and welfare. 

 

15. Will provide a gain to the public as a result of the establishment of the proposed Conditional Use 

and will satisfy a community need. 

 

16. Will be generally compatible with the character of the AG Zoning District; 

 

17. Will be compatible with the neighborhood in which it will be located; 

 

18. Will preserve the value of the surrounding residential areas and will be compatible with 

surrounding land uses; 

 

19. The Subject Property is suitable for the establishment of the proposed Conditional Use. 

 

20. The Village has undertaken its planning and land use regulations with great care. 

 

21. The Subject Property contains no historical features which require preservation and will preserve 

environmentally sensitive floodway, floodplain, and/or wetlands; 

 

22. That the proposed preliminary plan for the Project and the requested Conditional Use: 
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(a) is consistent with the stated purpose of the Village’s planned development regulations as set 

forth in the Village’s Zoning Regulations; 

(b) meets the requirements and standards for planned developments located within the Village’s 

AG (Agricultural) Zoning District, subject to the Village’s approval of the requested 

variation/exception relative to height; 

(c) will produce a public benefit meeting the planning objectives and standards of the Village; 

(d)  is designed so as to have adequate provision for public services, provides adequate control 

over vehicular traffic, and provides for and protects areas for common open space and other 

amenities; 

 

23. That the proposed Project and the requested Conditional Use: 

 

(a) will be compatible with and beneficial to the adjacent properties and to the neighborhood in 

which it is proposed to be located; 

(b) is a development which is a desirable addition to the Village’s tax base and economic well-

being; 

(c)  will be located on a site which is compatible with the existing or planned future development 

in the area; 

(d) will be in compliance with the Zoning Regulations applicable to the AG (Agricultural) 

Zoning District in which it will be located, with the exception of the variation to be granted 

relative to the maximum permitted height of a structure in the AG Zoning District; 

(e) will be located on a lot or lots which conform(s) to the applicable Village Zoning Regulations 

unless the lot area requirement is otherwise specified in the Village’s Zoning Regulations; 

 

24. That the Petitioner is entitled to seek rezoning of the Subject Property, that the proposed rezoning 

of the Subject Property will be appropriate to accommodate the proposed Conditional Use and 

related Project, and:  

 

(a) Does not correct an error. 

(b) Will be consistent with the intent of the zoning ordinance and with its various provisions. 

(c) Will not be detrimental to the development of the Village. 

(d) Will meet the challenges of changing conditions in the area and the zoning districts affected. 

(e) Will be consistent with the intent of the zoning ordinance and with its various provisions. 

(f) Will not be detrimental to the development of the Village. 

(g) Will be generally consistent with the Village's Official Comprehensive Plan and the Official 

Land Use map which is part thereof. 

(h) The uses permitted under the new zoning classification will be suitable for the further 

development of the area in the vicinity of the rezoning and will be compatible with uses 

already developed in the vicinity. 

(i) Adequate public facilities and other needed services or facilities are capable of being 

provided prior to the development of the uses which would be permitted on the property if it 

were reclassified. 

 

25. That a height variation of six feet (6’) (resulting in a total allowed height of twelve feet (12’) as 

requested for the proposed Project is reasonable based upon the proposed AG (Agricultural) zoning 

of the Subject Property and the Subject Property’s location within the Lake Villa community, 
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which findings of fact are hereby adopted by the Corporate Authorities of the Village as its findings of 

fact; and 

 WHEREAS, in making their determination relative to the proposed Conditional Use Permit for 

the Project, the Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals and the Mayor and Board of Trustees have 

also considered each of the standards for planned development approval as set forth in Section 10-9-1.5 

of the Lake Villa Village Code, and specifically, that the proposed planned development:  

1. Shall be consistent with the intent and purpose of the Village’s Zoning Regulations;  

2. Shall be generally compatible with the character of the underlying zoning district and 

neighborhood in which it is located;  

3. Should be generally consistent with the Village’s Official Comprehensive Plan;  

4. Should preserve the value of the surrounding residential area and be compatible with 

surrounding land uses; and  

5. That significant physical, topographical, environmentally sensitive or historical features of the 

site which are of importance to the community should be preserved, 

  

and the Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals and Mayor and Board of Trustees hereby find that 

each of the aforesaid applicable standards will be met by the proposed Conditional Use; and 

 WHEREAS, the Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals and the Mayor and Board of 

Trustees have also considered the standards for approval of variations or exceptions from the Village of 

Lake Villa Village Code as set forth in Section 10-9-1.6 of the Lake Villa Village Code, and specifically, 

that the requested variations or exceptions:   

1. May be granted for the purposes of promoting better development that will be beneficial to the 

Village and its residents; 

2. That exceptions from the underlying zoning district’s “use regulations” may be authorized only 

to restrict the types of uses allows by prohibiting uses that are otherwise allowed as permitted, 

conditional or accessory uses in the base zoning district;  

3. The degree to which the proposed development exhibits extra care and attention to details in 

excess of Village requirements which enhance the character of the development; 

4. The degree to which any requested increase in density reflects an investment in better design, 

landscaping, or facilities; and 

5. The degree to which the developer has gone to better preserve critical natural environments, 

restore or mitigate degraded or distressed environments, alleviated off-site problems, and/or 

provided other improvements; and 
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 WHEREAS, the Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals and the Mayor and Board of 

Trustees have also considered the standards for approval of “renewable energy systems” as set forth in 

Article E, “Renewable Energy Systems”, of Chapter 6 of Title 10 of the Village of Lake Villa Village 

Code, and specifically, Section 10-6E-7 thereof, which provides, in relevant part, that:  

1. The proposed renewable energy system shall provide demonstrable benefits in furthering the 

intent of this section including but not limited to accommodating sustainable energy production 

from renewable energy system and preserving the character and aesthetics of the Village’s 

zoning districts in the interest of maintaining property values and promoting public health, 

safety and welfare of Village residents and businesses;   

2. The proposed renewable energy system shall provide demonstrable benefits in providing 

renewable energy to the property on which it is proposed;  

3. The proposed renewable energy system is located in such a manner as to minimize intrusions 

adjacent to residential uses through siting on the lot, selection of appropriate equipment and 

such other appropriate means; and  

4. The establishment of the proposed renewable energy system will not prevent the normal and 

orderly use, development, or improvement of the adjacent property for uses permitted in the 

respective zoning district, 

 

and, based upon the foregoing, the Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals have recommended and 

the Mayor and Board of Trustees hereby find that the Community-Scale Ground-Mounted Solar Energy 

System proposed by the Petitioner does meet the above standards in that the proposed solar energy 

system will preserve the character and aesthetics of the Village’s zoning districts in the interest of 

maintaining property values and promote public health, safety and welfare of Village residents and 

businesses, will be located so as to minimize intrusions adjacent to residential uses, and the proposed 

solar energy system will not prevent the normal and orderly use, development, or improvement of the 

adjacent property for uses permitted in the respective zoning district; and 

 WHEREAS, the Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals made its recommendation to the 

Mayor and Board of Trustees for the preliminary approval of the Application of Petitioner for the 

rezoning of the Subject Property to the AG Zoning District and for preliminary approval of a Conditional 

Use for a Planned Development based upon the foregoing findings of fact and subject to the following 

express conditions: 
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1. Compliance with all comments and conditions received from the Village’s consultants in 

advance of seeking final approval. 

 

2. Prior to commencement of construction or as otherwise specified herein: 

 

(a) The Petitioner shall construct or pay for the construction of all landscaping, stormwater 

management, utility and traffic improvements required for the development, all in 

accordance with the final approved engineering approved by the Village Administrator 

and/or his designee. 

(b) The Petitioner shall pay to the Village a community benefit donation of $500,000 as 

voluntarily proposed by Petitioner, which cash donation is intended to assist the Village 

in offsetting future water and/or sewer capital improvements to connect the Subject 

Property to Village water and sewer to encourage future redevelopment of the property 

following decommissioning of the Project, fifty percent (50%) of which cash donation 

shall be paid within sixty (60) days following issuance of any building permit(s) by the 

Village and the remaining fifty percent (50%) of which cash donation shall be paid by 

the Petitioner to the Village of upon substantial competition of the Project.  

(c) The Petitioner shall secure in writing all permits and approvals as needed from the 

Village, from CLCJAWA, from Fox Lake and Lake County Public Works, Lake County 

Stormwater Management and U.S. Army Corps of Engineers for the Development. 

(d) The Petitioner shall secure in writing all permits and approvals from the Lake County 

Division of Transportation for all access, road improvements, or other transportation 

infrastructure required for the Development. 

(e) The Petitioner shall file with the Village Treasurer an irrevocable letter of credit or 

escrow in a form acceptable to the Village Attorney and in an amount approved by the 

Village Administrator for construction. 

3.  Prior to the issuance of any temporary or final Certificate of Occupancy for the Development, 

the Petitioner shall provide to the Village “as built” final plans showing the precise location 

of all improvements to the Subject Property, including all buildings, equipment, utilities, 

streets, trails, detention or retention ponds and drainage swales. 

 

4.   Petitioner shall prepare and submit a Final Plat of PUD prepared by an Illinois licensed 

surveyor in a form that can be later recorded. 

 

5.  A final maintenance and decommissioning plan and related bond, letter of credit or escrow 

for same in a form acceptable to the Village Attorney shall be provided to the Village and 

shall continue to be maintained while the solar energy system remains installed on the Subject 

Property. 

 

6.  The Petitioner shall be required to keep the system in good repair and proper operating 

condition and shall be required to decommission the system in accordance with its 

decommissioning plan, the Village Code and State and federal laws and regulations. 

 

7.  The Final Plat for the Development shall include the dedication of a blanket easement over, 

under, across, and through the entire Subject Property for the purpose of maintenance by the 

Village of the public water and sewer mains, in existence now or in the future and any and 
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all utilities at such times and in such circumstances as the Village deems expedient, but the 

Village shall have the right but not the obligations to do so.   

 

8.  Approval of the requested variations does not imply and shall not be construed as approving 

or granting any other variation, waiver, or exception from any other provisions of the Village 

of Lake Villa Zoning Regulations, the Village of Lake Villa Village Code, or from the 

provisions of any other ordinances of the Village of Lake Villa or any State or federal laws 

or regulations. 

 

9. Petitioner shall provide Level/Type ‘D” landscape buffering/screening in compliance with 

the regulations for Level/Type “D” landscaping as set forth in the Village’s Zoning Code 

along the entire length of the Subject Property bordering W. Petite Lake Road, as well as that 

distance of the westerly boundary of the Subject Property from W. Petite Lake Road initially 

proposed for landscape buffering in Petitioner’s Application Landscape Plan as set forth in 

Exhibit F to Petitioner’s Application. 

 

10. Petitioner shall construct, install, maintain, repair and reconstruct a gravel, crushed stone 

and/or similar type material pedestrian trail north of and along W. Petite Lake Road from the 

easterly boundary of the Subject Property to the westerly boundary of the Subject Property 

in a width approved by the Village Administrator or his designee and using gravel, crushed 

stone and/or similar type material approved by the Village Administrator or his designee.  

 

12. Upon substantial completion of the Project, in addition to the proposed cash donation as 

specified above, Petitioner shall, as proposed by Petitioner, pursuant to terms to be negotiated 

and agreed upon by both Petitioner and the Village, donate and transfer ownership of the 

underlying Subject Property in fee simple to the Village, which such terms are proposed to 

include a ground leaseback from the Village to the Petitioner of the Subject Property for the 

Project and proposed use, with an initial lease term period of twenty (20) years with up to  

three (3) subsequent five (5)-year term lease renewals at Petitioner’s option, annual lease 

payments from Petitioner to the Village of $10,000, and during which lease term(s), property 

taxes shall continue to be paid by Petitioner and all Project equipment and infrastructure shall 

continue to be owned and maintained by Petitioner. 

 

13.  Petitioner shall offer up to approximately one thousand one hundred (1,100) Lake Villa 

residents (i.e. individuals living in the 60046 zip code) priority enrollment in Petitioner’s 

electricity bill credit program providing for the option to purchase a 10% electricity bill 

credit. 

 

14.   Petitioner shall bury and underground all ComEd transmission lines in lieu of installing 

overhead lines on the condition that ComEd approves such change, which such change shall 

be requested by Petitioner of ComEd. 

 

WHEREAS, the term “Conditional Use”, as used herein:  (i) shall mean and refer to the process 

of transforming the Subject Property, which is currently vacant, from the state in which it exists at the 
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effective date of this Ordinance, into a Conditional Use for a Planned Development to authorize the 

Project; and (ii) shall be broadly construed and shall include but not be limited to the following portions 

of the process:  the preliminary and final planned development approvals for a Conditional Use for a 

Planned Development for the purpose of authorizing the Petitioner and/or its successors and assigns to 

construct, maintain, and operate in good condition the Project which is proposed to be constructed and 

installed on the Subject Property; and 

WHEREAS, the Corporate Authorities of the Village have determined that, in their present form, 

the plans submitted by the Petitioner to the Village and reviewed by the Plan Commission/Zoning Board 

of Appeals and Mayor and Board of Trustees for the requested Conditional Use Permit for a Planned 

Development for the Project are generally consistent with the aforesaid provisions of the Lake Villa 

Village Code and the particular physical surroundings of the Subject Property, would not be detrimental 

to the public welfare or injurious to other property owners in the vicinity of the Subject Property, that 

the variation requested for the Project by the Petitioner relative to the maximum permitted height of 

certain equipment to be installed on the Subject Property relative to the Project in the AG (Agricultural) 

Zoning District is reasonable and would be consistent with the general purpose and intent of the Village’s 

Zoning Regulations, but that certain modifications to the Petitioner’s plans for the proposed Project and 

the Plan Commission/ Zoning Board of Appeals conditions of recommendations shall be required as set 

forth herein, and that the Petitioner shall be required to comply with the express conditions of this 

Ordinance prior to final Village approval of the requested rezoning of the Subject Property, zoning map 

amendment, Conditional Use Permit for a Planned Development for the Project, and the requested height 

variation: 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village of 

Lake Villa, Lake County, Illinois, as follows: 
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 SECTION 1:   The Corporate Authorities of the Village find that the recitals, facts and terms and 

conditions  stated in the preamble of this Ordinance are true and correct and same are incorporated into 

this Ordinance as findings of fact and terms and conditions of the Ordinance to the same extent as if each 

had been set forth herein in its entirety. 

 SECTION 2:   The Corporate Authorities of the Village hereby acknowledge their receipt of and 

hereby approve the recommendation of preliminary approval of the Project received from the Plan 

Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals of the Village relative to this matter, subject to the express terms 

and conditions of this Ordinance which provide for certain minor modifications to the Plan Commission/ 

Zoning Board of Appeal’s recommendations as set forth herein. 

SECTION 3:  Preliminary Approval of  Petitioner’s Application Granted Subject to Conditions:  

Subject to the terms and conditions of this Ordinance, as well as the conditions and limitations contained 

in the Zoning Regulations and/or Planned Development Regulations of the Village, the Mayor and Board 

of Trustees hereby grant to the Petitioner preliminary approval of the Petitioner’s Application for 

rezoning of the Subject Property from the Village’s UR1 (Urban Residential) Zoning District to the 

Village’s AG (Agricultural) Zoning District with an automatic reversion back to UR1 Zoning upon 

express conditions as stated herein, a related zoning map amendment, a height variation of six (6) feet 

to allow a maximum height of twelve (12) feet for the Project and System equipment and a Conditional 

Use Permit for a Planned Development for establishment of a Community-Scale, Ground-Mounted Solar 

Energy System (the “Project”) on the Subject Property commonly known as 23688 W. Petite Lake Road 

(P.I.N. 02-29-300-005) and 23472 W. Petite Lake Road (P.I.N. 02-29-400-032) (collectively, the 

“Subject Property”) to authorize the Petitioner’s construction, operation, maintenance in good condition, 

repair and reconstruction of the aforesaid Project which is more specifically described below, subject to 

the Petitioner’s timely and continued compliance with the following conditions and restrictions as set 

forth in this Ordinance and the requirements for modifications to the preliminary plans submitted to the 
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Village for the Project, copies of which plans are attached hereto as Group Exhibit A and thereby made 

a part hereof, and are identified as follows:

Notwithstanding anything shown on or implied by the above preliminary exhibits, no rezoning, map 

amendment, variation, exception or waiver shall be approved or implied by this Ordinance or by the 

Ordinance which may provide for final PUD approval, unless such rezoning, variation(s), exception(s), 

or waiver(s) are each specifically and expressly stated in writing in one or both of such ordinances.  Any 

approval of preliminary exhibits for the purposes of this Ordinance, and/or by the Ordinance hereafter 

providing for final PUD approval, and/or by any amendments thereto shall not constitute approval of 

said plans for any other purposes under the Lake Villa Village Code, the Lake Villa Zoning Regulations, 

or any other applicable ordinances of this Village, and no grant of any rezoning, map amendment, 

variation(s), waiver(s) or exception(s) from any ordinances of the Village are intended or provided unless 

same are specifically and expressly stated in the subsequent final PUD ordinance. 

 SECTION 4:  Express Conditions of Preliminary Approvals:  The preliminary approvals  

granted for the Subject Property and for the proposed Project pursuant to this Ordinance shall be subject 

to the following conditions, restrictions, and limitations, and the Petitioner’s failure to comply with any 

of the provisions of this Ordinance may, in the reasonable discretion of the Corporate Authorities of the 

Village, and upon adoption of a subsequent Ordinance relative thereto, suspend or revoke such 

preliminary approvals as herein granted: 

(A) The Petitioner shall revise and submit to the Village for the Village’s review its Plans and/or submit 

additional plans for the Project prior to the Petitioner seeking final Village approval, which revised 

Plans and/or newly submitted plans shall be in compliance with  the Village consultant comments 

to date consistent with this Ordinance including but not limited to those of the Village Planner, 

Teska and Associates, the Village Engineer, Applied Technologies, and the Village’s Stormwater 

Management Consultant Engineer Jon Tack, and such other conditions, as noted below: 

 

(i) The Subject Property does not currently have utility connections.  The Petitioner shall apply 

for any required connections, the cost of which shall be the responsibility of the Petitioner 

to pay.   
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(ii) The Petitioner shall submit a utility plan. 

 

(iii) Relative to the proposed landscaping, the Petitioner shall provide a tree removal and tree 

replacement schedule in compliance with the requirements of the Village’s Zoning 

Regulations and shall only clear trees from the property after securing necessary tree 

removal permits and between November 1st and March 31st. 

 

(iv) The Petitioner shall complete and submit a Phase I environmental study addressed to the 

Village, or provide a reliance letter thereto benefitting the Petitioner, Greenpath, and the 

Village in lieu of a Phase I environmental study. 

 

(v) The Petitioner shall conduct and submit a traffic impact study unless such study is deemed 

unnecessary by the Lake County Department of Transportation. 

 

(vi) Final engineering shall provide contact information for the required designated erosion 

control inspector (DECI).  

 

(vii) All applicable permits shall be received by the Village prior to the issuing of the site 

development permit.  

 

(viii) A complete set of final engineering plans shall be submitted addressing all Lake County 

Watershed Development Ordinance and Village requirements for stormwater, which shall 

be signed and sealed by an Illinois Registered Professional Engineer.  

 

(ix) The proposed Project has drainage from adjoining properties that are conveyed through the 

development area. The final engineering needs to determine the offsite tributary area and 

the conveyance of the drainage through the development for the existing and proposed 

conditions.  

 

(x) The Petitioner’s engineer shall determine the existing storage of all depressional areas with 

the overtop high water elevation determined. 

 

(xi) The Petitioner shall install an eight foot (8’) high security wood and wire fence around the 

entirety of the Project on the Subject Property as proposed in its Plans, which shall have 

openings at intervals as proposed by the Petitioner in order to adequately prevent the 

restriction of wildlife movement. Such fence shall be covered with green screening material 

as proposed by the Petitioner and preliminarily approved herein or as subsequently 

approved by the Village Administrator or his designee for a period of five (5) years. 

 

(xii) Following decompaction of the site in accordance with recommendations from the Illinois 

Department of Natural Resources, a native pollinator seed mix shall be planted within the 

fenced area to create a natural habitat and maintained by the Petitioner in accordance with 

Petitioner’s Pollinator Friendly Vegetation Plan and standard and accepted practices in 

order to promote native pollinator habitat establishment and prevent the spread of invasive 

species. 
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(xiii) The Petitioner shall regularly mow and maintain the grass outside of the eight foot (8’) high 

security fence to be installed by the Petitioner around the entirety of the Subject Property, 

which grass shall not exceed a maximum height of eight inches (8”). 

 

(xiv) The solar panels should not exceed twelve feet (12) in height at their full-tilt height, as 

measured from the base of the foundation post at ground-level. 

 

(B) The Petitioner shall also be required to comply with the following additional conditions consistent 

with the recommendation by the Village’s Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals at its 

hearing on January 21, 2026, except as modified herein (for the avoidance of doubt, to the extent 

these conditions are inconsistent with the conditions proposed by the Plan Commission/Zoning 

Board of Appeals, the conditions stated herein prevail), and specifically: 

 

(i) Prior to commencement of construction on the Project, or as otherwise specified herein: 

 

(a) The Petitioner shall construct, install and/or pay for the construction of all 

landscaping, stormwater management, utility and traffic improvements required for 

the Project, all in accordance with the final approved engineering approved by the 

Village Administrator and/or his designee. 

 

(b) Community Benefit Cash Donation: The Petitioner shall pay to the Village a 

community benefit cash donation as voluntarily proposed by the Petitioner, in the 

amount of $700,000.00, which cash donation is intended to assist the Village in 

offsetting future capital public infrastructure improvements to the Subject Property, 

including but not limited to water and/or sewer capital improvements needed to 

connect the Subject Property to Village water and sewer in order to encourage future 

redevelopment of the property following decommissioning of the Project, 

$250,000.00 of which cash donation shall be paid within sixty (60) days following 

issuance of any building permit(s) by the Village and the remaining $450,000.00 of 

which cash donation shall be paid by the Petitioner to the Village within 60 days 

following Substantial Competition of the Project.  

 

(c) Permits and Approvals:  

 

 (i) The Petitioner shall secure in writing all permits and approvals as needed from 

the Village, from CLCJAWA, from Fox Lake and Lake County Public Works, 

Lake County Stormwater Management and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers 

for the Development or “no permit letters” shall be obtained. 

 

 (ii) The Petitioner shall secure in writing all permits and approvals from the Lake 

County Division of Transportation for all access, road improvements, or other 

transportation infrastructure required for the Project. 

 

(d) The Petitioner shall deposit with the Village Treasurer an irrevocable letter of credit 

or escrow in a form acceptable to the Village Attorney and in an amount approved 

by the Village Administrator for construction. 
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(ii)  Prior to the issuance of any temporary or final Certificate of Occupancy for the Project, the 

Petitioner shall provide to the Village “as built” final plans showing the precise location of 

all improvements to the Subject Property, including but not limited to all equipment and 

utilities. 

 

(iii)   The Petitioner shall prepare and submit a Final Plat of PUD prepared by an Illinois licensed 

surveyor in a form that can be later recorded. 

 

(iv)  A final maintenance and decommissioning plan and related bond, letter of credit and/or 

escrow for same in a form acceptable to the Village Attorney shall be provided to the 

Village and shall continue to be maintained while the Community-Scale Ground-Mounted 

Solar Energy System and other related improvements (sometimes referred to herein as the 

“System”) remain installed on the Subject Property. 

 

(v)  The Petitioner shall be required to keep the system in good repair and safe and proper 

operating condition and shall be required to decommission the system in accordance with 

the decommissioning plan approved by the Village, the Village Code and State and federal 

laws and regulations. 

 

(vi)  The Final Plat for the Project shall include the dedication of a blanket easement over, under, 

across, and through the Subject Property outside of the Leased Area and any Exclusive 

Easements granted in the Lease between Petitioner and Owner, other than those areas 

occupied by approved structures for the purpose of maintenance by the Village of public 

water and sewer mains, in existence now or in the future and any and all utilities at such 

times and in such circumstances as the Village deems expedient, but the Village shall have 

the right but not the obligations to do so.   

 

(vii)  Approval of the requested variations does not imply and shall not be construed as approving 

or granting any other variation, waiver, or exception from any other provisions of the 

Village of Lake Villa Zoning Regulations, the Village of Lake Villa Village Code, or from 

the provisions of any other ordinances of the Village of Lake Villa or any State or federal 

laws or regulations. 

 

(viii) The Petitioner shall provide Level/Type ‘D” landscape buffering/screening in compliance 

with the regulations for Level/Type “D” landscaping as set forth in the Village’s Zoning 

Code along the entire length of the Subject Property bordering W. Petite Lake Road, as 

well as that distance of the westerly boundary of the Subject Property from W. Petite Lake 

Road initially proposed for landscape buffering in the Petitioner’s Application Landscape 

Plan as set forth in Exhibit F to the Petitioner’s Application. 

 

(ix) No Walking Trail Required: Contrary to the recommendation of the Plan Commission / 

Zoning Board of Appeals, the Petitioner shall not be required to install any trail or walking 

path. In lieu of such path, the estimated costs for such improvement have instead been 

added to and included in the total community benefit cash donation described herein, which 

such community benefit cash donation is intended to assist the Village in offsetting future 

capital public infrastructure improvements to the Subject Property in order to assist with 

future development of the Subject Property following decommissioning. 
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(x) Community Benefit Land Donation: Within 180 days following Substantial Completion of 

the Project unless extended by mutual agreement of Greenpath and the Village, in addition 

to the community benefit cash donation as described herein, Greenpath shall, as proposed 

by the Petitioner, pursuant to terms to be negotiated and agreed upon by both Greenpath 

and the Village Board in writing, donate and dedicate the underlying Subject Property in 

fee simple to the Village as a voluntarily-proposed community benefit land donation, which 

such terms shall include the Village assuming the lease with the Petitioner of the Subject 

Property, which lease has an initial lease term period of twenty (20) years with up to  three 

(3) subsequent five (5)-year term lease renewals at Petitioner’s option, annual lease 

payments from the Petitioner to the Village of Ten Thousand Dollars and 00/100 

($10,000.00), and during which lease term(s), property taxes for the Subject Property, 

leasehold and Project use shall continue to be paid by the Petitioner and all Project 

equipment and infrastructure shall continue to be owned and maintained by the Petitioner.  

For the avoidance of doubt, while the Village may amend its taxation rate from time to 

time, any amendments to the Village’s taxation rate shall not effectively only apply to the 

Subject Property or the Project.     

 

(xi)  Petitioner shall offer up to approximately one thousand one hundred (1,100) customers of 

ComEd’s electrical distribution company that are enrolled in a residential rate class living 

in Lake Villa  (i.e. individuals living in the 60046 zip code) priority enrollment in 

Petitioner’s electricity bill credit program providing for the option to receive a 10% 

electricity bill credit on an exclusive basis for 90 days following the issuance of a Building 

Permit by the Village of Lake Villa. Petitioner must advertise the availability of these 

subscriptions in the Daily Herald once every 30 days during the 90 day period for a total of 

three (3) publications. 

 

(xii)   The Petitioner shall bury and underground all ComEd distribution lines located on the 

Subject Property in lieu of installing overhead lines provided that ComEd approves this 

change, which such change shall be requested by the Petitioner of ComEd. The Parties 

hereby acknowledge that refusal by ComEd to approve the installation underground lines 

shall not be a violation of this Ordinance. 

 

(C) Intentionally Omitted. 

 

(D) Uses Permitted on the Subject Property and Conditions Related Thereto: 

   

 (1) Uses Permitted:  Upon rezoning of the Subject Property to the Village’s AG (Agricultural) 

Zoning District, the uses which may be established, operated and maintained on the Subject 

Property in good condition shall be as follows:  

 

 (a) The Subject Property is approximately 48.52 acres in the aggregate and is comprised of 

two adjacent parcels. The uses hereby permitted to be established on the Subject 

Property shall be established on not more than 30 acres of the Subject Property and 

shall be established at a location on the Subject Property in substantial compliance with 

the final Approved Site Plan approved by the Corporate Authorities of the Village.  

Except for that portion of the Subject Property upon which the requested Planned 
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Development will be located, the remaining approximately 18.52 acres of the Subject 

Property, as rezoned from the Village’s UR1 (Urban Residential) to the AG 

(Agricultural) Zoning District shall remain vacant at this time.  Any use, other than a 

use otherwise listed as a permitted use to be established on the remaining portion of the 

Subject Property in the AG Zoning District by the Petitioner, shall be prohibited unless 

and until written approval of such use is approved by a subsequent ordinance of the 

Corporate Authorities of the Village.   

 

 (b) The uses permitted to be established by the Petitioner on the Subject Property shall 

consist of the construction, installation, operation and maintenance in good condition 

of an up to 4.95 MWAC aggregate commercial solar energy facility on 30 acres of the 

Subject Property, including a single axis tracking ground-mounted solar array, 

associated electrical equipment, a fence eight feet (8’) in height to be installed around 

the entirety of the Subject Property, with two access points to West Petite Lake Road 

(hereinafter sometimes referred collectively to as the “Project”), all of which shall be 

located on an approximately 30-acre portion of the Subject Property and be constructed 

in compliance with the final plans approved pursuant to Section 10-9-1.7(B) of the 

Village Code (hereinafter sometimes referred to as the “2026 Approved Final Plans”), 

and the Village’s approval of an ordinance granting final approval of the Conditional 

Use Permit for a Planned Development with the exception allowed to the maximum 

permitted height in the AG district to permit Petitioner to construct and establish the 

Project, which such ordinance shall adopt and incorporate by reference the 2026 

Approved Final Plans as exhibits thereto (such final ordinance referred to herein as the 

“Final Ordinance”). 

 

 (c) As to the remaining approximately 18.52 acre portion of the Subject Property, those 

uses which may be established on that portion of the Subject Property shall be those 

uses which are otherwise  permitted by right from time to time in the Lake Villa AG 

Zoning District.  Once the Subject Property is transferred and dedicated to the Village 

in fee simple in accordance with the community benefit land donation as described 

herein, the Village shall be entitled to use and/or develop that portion of the Subject 

Property that is not being used by the Petitioner for the Project and use described herein 

as it sees fit, provided that such use and/or development does not in any way impede or 

encroach upon the Petitioner’s use of the Subject Property as authorized herein. In the 

event that the Village ever changes the zoning of the Subject Property in the future, the 

uses approved by the Final Ordinance and the 2026 Approved Final Plans shall be 

permitted to remain on the Subject Property and be considered as legal nonconforming 

use  and/or structure pursuant to Title 10, Chapter 5 of the Village Code.  Further 

provided that, in the event the Village amends Title 10, Chapter 5 of the Village Code, 

the Project shall continue as a legal nonconforming use and/or structure under Title 10, 

Chapter 5 of the Village Code as enacted at the time of the approval of this Ordinance 

Granting Preliminary Approval.   

 

 (d) Buildings, Signage and Site Lighting:   The Project shall include only those elements 

of a ground-mounted solar energy system as identified in the final plans approved by 

the Village for the Project and shall not include any buildings, signage, or any additional 

lighting to be constructed and/or installed on the Subject Property.  
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(E) Variation Requested:  As part of the Conditional Use Permit requested by the Petitioner, the 

Petitioner is seeking approval of an exception from certain provisions of the Village Zoning 

Regulations to permit the equipment and/or structures associated with the ground-mounted solar 

energy system proposed to be installed on the Subject Property to have a maximum height of 

twelve feet (12’) as measured from the average grade at the base of the system to the highest 

edge of the system, at full tilt, as installed, notwithstanding the fact that a maximum height of six 

feet (6’) for a ground-mounted solar energy system is otherwise permitted by Section 10-6E-

4(B)(2) of the Village’s Zoning Regulations.  The Village’s Plan Commission/Zoning Board of 

Appeals recommended preliminary approval of the requested height variation and such variation 

is herein preliminarily approved.   

 

(F) Rezoning of the Subject Property and Map Amendment Preliminary Approval:  The Plan 

Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals and the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village both 

considered the respective provisions of Village’s Zoning Regulations relative to rezoning of the 

Subject Property and have determined that, in order to best accommodate the Project proposed to 

be constructed on the Subject Property, it is necessary, appropriate and in the best interests of the 

Village that the Petitioner’s request that the Subject Property be rezoned in its entirety from the 

Village’s UR1 (Residential) Zoning District to the Village’s AG (Agricultural) Zoning District be 

preliminarily approved and that a related amendment to the Village’s Official Zoning Map should 

be preliminarily approved, subject to the Petitioner’s agreement with the following express 

conditions to wit, that the zoning of the Subject Property, following subsequent final approval of 

the Petitioner’s request for rezoning and a related map amendment, will automatically revert back 

to its original UR1 zoning upon the earlier of the following to occur:   

 

1. If the Petitioner, or its successor(s) or assign(s) have not commenced construction on the 

Project within five (5) years from the effective date of the Ordinance approving the 

requested Conditional Use; 

2. The expiration or termination of the Petitioner’s lease of the Subject Property; or  

3. The decommissioning of the complete Project from the Subject Property;  

 

which automatic reversion to the aforesaid prior UR1 (Residential) zoning classification would 

occur without any further action by the Village. 

 

(G) Conditions Precedent:  Subsequent final approval of the requested rezoning of the Subject 

Property, a related Zoning Map amendment, and the requested Conditional Use for the Project, 

including the requested height variation, shall all be subject to the Petitioner’s timely and 

continued compliance with the following conditions precedent:   

 

 (i) Approval Specific to Petitioner:   

 

  (a) Approval of the requested rezoning of the Subject Property, the related Zoning Map 

amendment, the requested Conditional Use Permit for the Project and related height 

variation shall be specific to the Petitioner, Lake Villa Community Energy Initiative 

LLC and shall be in full force and effect until expiration and/or termination of the 

Petitioner’s lease of the Subject Property.  Should the Greenpath fail to acquire title 
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to the Subject Property, the Ordinance granting final approval of the 2026 Approved 

Final Plans shall be null and void and of no further effect.  

 

  (b) The Owner and the Petitioner, as the case may be, shall agree that upon the earlier 

of the following to occur, zoning of the Subject Property, following subsequent final 

approval of the Petitioner’s request for rezoning and a related map amendment,  

shall automatically revert back to its original UR1 (Residential) Zoning:   

1. If the Petitioner, or its successor(s) or assign(s) have not commenced 

construction on the Project within five (5) years from the effective date of the 

Ordinance approving the requested Conditional Use; 

2. The expiration or termination of the Petitioner’s lease of the Subject Property; 

or  

3. The decommissioning of the complete Project from the Subject Property, 

which automatic reversion to the aforesaid prior UR1 (Residential) zoning 

classification would occur without any further action by the Village. 

 

  (c) Transfer of Ownership/Control:  (1) Ownership and/or control of the Subject 

Property, leasehold and/or of the Project shall not be transferred to any other person 

and/or entity until and unless the Petitioner first obtains the Village’s prior written 

approval of such transfer by the Mayor and the Village Administrator and/or their 

respective designee(s), which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.  Such 

proposed new owner, transferee and/or lessee shall provide evidence to the Village 

of its qualifications and financial ability to operate the subject Project in a safe and 

successful manner.  (2) Notwithstanding anything contrary in Section 4(G)(i)(c)(1), 

if transfer of ownership and/or control of the Project is to an affiliate or subsidiary 

of the Project’s owner at the time of transfer, then the Project’s owner shall request 

for the Village’s written approval of such transfer and shall include with such 

request a written certification that the transferee is an affiliate or subsidiary of the 

Project’s owner at the time of transfer.  Such request and certification shall be 

delivered to the Village by Certified Mail, return receipt requested, and addressed 

to the following:

Such request shall also be delivered to the Village via email at the following email 

address: mstrong@lake-villa.org.  The Village may update the delivery address and 

email address by providing written notice of such update to the Petitioner or its 

successors or assigns.  Upon confirmed receipt of the request and certification, the 

Mayor and the Village Administrator and/or their respective designee(s) shall 

approve the request in writing within 30 calendar days of the Village’s receipt of 

such request, and such approval shall be ministerial.  If the Mayor and the Village 

Administrator and/or their respective designee(s) do not approve such request in 

writing within 30 calendar days of the Village’s receipt of such request, then such 

request shall be deemed approved without further action by the Village, the Mayor, 

mailto:mstrong@lake-villa.org
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the Village Administrator, or the Petitioner or its successors or assigns but only if 

the Village has first confirmed receipt of the request in writing and/or the Petitioner 

can establish receipt by the Village through a certified mail return receipt. 

 

 (ii) The Petitioner shall be required to construct and install the Project on the Subject Property 

in substantial compliance with the final 2026 Approved Plans therefor and shall thereafter 

be required to maintain the Subject Property and the Project in good, safe, and proper 

operating condition. 

 

(iii) The Petitioner, and its successor(s) and assign(s), shall be required to establish, operate and 

maintain the Project on the Subject Property in good repair and proper operating condition 

and in compliance with all applicable provisions of the Lake Villa Zoning Regulations, the 

Lake Villa Village Code, and all applicable county, state, and federal regulations. 

 

(iv) Neither the Project, nor any part thereof, shall be operated or maintained in such a manner 

so as to have a substantial adverse impact on the health, safety, and/or welfare of residents 

or properties in the vicinity thereof, and the Petitioner or its successors and assigns shall 

take all necessary steps to prevent and/or remedy any such adverse impacts in a timely 

manner.  

 

 (v) Village’s Right to Suspend or Revoke Conditional Use Permit:  If, at any time, the Mayor 

and Board of Trustees of the Village finds that the Project is in violation of any applicable 

provisions of the Lake Villa Village Code and/or the Lake Villa Zoning Regulations and/or 

this Ordinance, the Petitioner and/or its successor(s) and/or assign(s) shall be sent written 

notice of said findings via Certified Mail, return receipt requested, advising the Petitioner 

or its successors and assigns that the Petitioner or its successors and assigns is required to 

begin reasonable efforts to bring the Project and the Subject Property, and/or the use 

thereof, into compliance with  the Final Ordinance, and any other applicable Village 

ordinances, and any and all applicable provisions of the Lake Villa Village Code and the 

Lake Villa Zoning Regulations, within one hundred and twenty (120) days from the date of 

said notice (the “Cure Period”).  The Petitioner or its successors and assigns may request a 

hearing on such a request before the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village, or before 

the Village Administrator as their designee.  If the Petitioner or its successors and assigns 

fails to bring the Subject Property and the Project into such compliance within the Cure 

Period or has failed to demonstrate that it has taken reasonable steps toward such 

compliance, the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village, or the Village Administrator, 

as their designee, may suspend or revoke said Conditional Use Permit, or order other 

appropriate relief, after a thirty (30) day written notice has been sent to the Petitioner and 

to its successor(s) and assign(s), and after an opportunity to be heard by the Mayor and 

Board of Trustees or the Village Administrator as their designee has been given to the 

Petitioner and/or its successor(s) and/or assign(s) within said thirty (30) day period.  Any 

final decision by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village shall be an in writing to 

Petitioner and/or its successor(s) and/or assign(s).  The Petitioner and/or its successor(s) 

and/or assign(s) may seek judicial review of the final decision by the Mayor and the Board 

of Trustees of the Village.   
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(vi) Compliance with Applicable Laws: The Petitioner and its successor(s) and/or assign(s) 

shall be required to operate the Project in compliance with: (i) the applicable provisions 

of the Lake Villa Zoning Regulations, of the Lake Villa Planned Development 

Regulations, and of the Lake Villa Village Code as  amended from time to time; (ii) the 

Lake County Watershed Development Ordinance as adopted by the Village of Lake Villa; 

and (iii) all applicable laws and regulations of the State of Illinois and all other applicable 

local, County, State, and federal laws and regulations.  In the event that the Village ever 

changes the zoning of the Subject Property in the future, the uses approved by the Final 

Ordinance and the 2026 Approved Final Plans shall be permitted to remain on the Subject 

Property and be considered as legal nonconforming use  and/or structure pursuant to Title 

10, Chapter 5 of the Village Code.  Further provided that, in the event that the Village 

amends Title 10, Chapter 5 of the Village Code, the Project shall continue as a legal 

nonconforming use and/or structure under Title 10, Chapter 5 of the Village Code as 

enacted at the time of the approval of this Ordinance Granting Preliminary Approval.   

 

 (vii) Neither the Owner nor the Petitioner shall be permitted to commence any construction 

activity on the Project until such time that the Petitioner has received final approval of 

the  Final Ordinance.  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, Petitioner may perform 

maintenance, landscaping and other work on the Subject Property not subject to said final 

plan approval.   

  

 (viii) The decommissioning of the Project shall be accomplished by the Petitioner, or its 

successor(s) and/or assign(s) in substantial compliance with the Decommissioning Plan 

prepared by Kimley-Horn dated September 2025 and last revised November 2025, or 

such later version approved in writing by the Village. 

 

 (ix)  No Other Waivers Implied:  Nothing contained in this Ordinance shall imply or be 

construed as approving or granting any variation, waiver, or exception from any 

provisions of the Village of Lake Villa Zoning Regulations or the Lake Villa Village 

Code, or from the provisions of any other ordinances of the Village, except as expressly 

provided herein. 

 

 (x) Underground Utilities:  All utilities, including, without limitation, electric, telephone, gas 

and cable TV lines hereafter installed as part of the Conditional Use Permit for the 

Property shall be installed and maintained underground in the Subject Property or in 

easements provided for those purposes on Subject Property or existing public rights-of-

way, provided that Petitioner is able to secure undergrounding approval from the 

applicable utility providers consistent with the terms provided herein. Notwithstanding 

anything to the contrary, failure to obtain undergrounding approval following reasonable 

efforts shall not be a violation hereunder.   All care should be taken by the Petitioner and 

by its successors and assigns to avoid disturbing or damage to trees of good health and 

good quality which are to be preserved to the extent possible when any utilities are being 

installed.  If the Village Administrator, or his designee, determines that it is not feasible 

for any utilities or their appurtenant equipment to be located underground, the Petitioner 

or its successors and assigns shall present a screening plan for such above-ground utilities 

and their appurtenant equipment and a proposed screening location for the review and 

approval of the Village Administrator, or his designee, prior to the installation of such 
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utilities, and the Petitioner, its successors and/or assigns shall install and thereafter 

maintain in good condition such approved screening. 

 

(H) Vehicular Access to the Subject Property:  Access to the Subject Property and to the Project shall 

be via two (2) ingress/egress access points along West Petite Lake Road.  Each such access point 

shall have locked metal gates to secure entry to and ensure the safety of the site. Petitioner shall 

provide keys to the local emergency services providers for emergency access purposes.  

 

(I) Easements:  The Subject Property, until such time as it is transferred in fee simple to the Village 

and at all times thereafter, excluding the related leasehold and applicable easements needed for 

Petitioner’s intended use, shall all be subject to a blanket water, sanitary sewer, storm sewer, 

drainage, access and maintenance easements in favor of the Village, all of which shall be 

approved in writing in advance by the Village Administrator, or his designee, and the location of 

such blanket easements shall be approved by the Village Engineers and the Village Board, and 

thereafter recorded, and the language of such blanket easements shall be approved by the Village 

Attorney prior to the execution and recording of said documents.  Such easements shall be 

designated as “Village Easements,” and shall be further designated for purposes as appropriate 

in each case, and such easements are to be kept free of shrubbery, fences and all structures, except 

as approved herein or as hereafter approved by the Village Administrator, or by his designee.  

 

(J)  Landscaping, Tree Preservation:   

 

 1. All landscaping to be installed on the Subject Property shall comply with the approved final 

Landscape Plan and shall be in substantial compliance with the 2026 Approved Final Plans 

which shall be generally consistent with the landscape standards of the Lake Villa Village 

Code.  Any minor changes to the approved final Landscape Plan may be approved by the 

Village Administrator, and major changes in the approved final Landscape Plan may be 

approved by the Village Board but no further hearing before the Plan Commission shall be 

required for any such change(s).   

 

 2. All planting of trees, shrubs, ground cover, perennials, sod, and other vegetation shall be 

performed at an appropriate time of year. 

 

(K)  Security for Improvements: 

 

 1.  Prior to the issuance of any site development permit or other permit for the subject 

Conditional Use for the Project, the Petitioner or its successors and assigns shall be required 

to cause an irrevocable letter of credit to be established by the Petitioner in the Village’s 

favor and provided to the Village in such amount as determined by the Village Engineer, 

or his designee, and such letter of credit shall be in such form as approved by the Village 

Attorney to assure that adequate funds will be available to the Village to complete the 

required improvements, if any, if the Petitioner or its successors and assigns shall fail to do 

so.  The amount of such letter of credit, may be reduced from time to time for improvements 

completed to date; provided, however, that each reduction shall be approved in writing in 

advance by the Mayor, or by his designee, and in no event shall such letter of credit be 

reduced below that amount required to complete all remaining work on improvements 

within or related directly or indirectly to the subject Conditional Use for the Project and to 
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provide the required reserve for maintenance and other contingencies as described in such 

letter of credit.  Public improvements for the purposes of this Ordinance shall not only 

include improvements which will be owned by and/or dedicated to the Village, but shall 

also include landscaping required pursuant to the approved final Landscape Plan, any other 

improvements which are required to comply with all applicable ordinances of the Village, 

and also all required erosion control and stormwater management improvements as 

required by the applicable ordinances of the Village and by the Lake County Watershed 

Development Ordinance. 

 

 2.  The amount of the letter of credit shall be an amount determined by the Village Engineer 

to be approximately equal in the aggregate to one hundred twenty-five percent (125%) of 

the estimated cost of the required improvements which must be completed by the Petitioner 

or by its successors and assigns within two (2) years, as well as the cost of the maintenance 

thereof.  The letter of credit shall include sums sufficient to construct all “required 

improvements” which shall include but not be limited to any required improvements to the 

Village’s storm water system as well as any and all drainage improvements, utility 

connections, street improvements, lighting, landscaping, and any other required 

improvements as described in this Ordinance, all as generally depicted on the 2026 

Approved Final Plans.  The letter of credit shall also include amounts for the costs of 

completion and maintenance of the required improvements, including amounts for inflation 

and contingencies, until such required improvements are approved and/or accepted by the 

Village. 

 

 3.  Such letter of credit shall provide, among other things, that any part or all of the funds 

available pursuant to the letter of credit may, at the sole discretion of the Village, be drawn 

by the Village at any time or times provided that the Village shall have first determined that 

the Petitioner or its successors and assigns has defaulted in any of their obligations 

hereunder or that the Petitioner or its successors and assigns has failed to complete any of 

the improvements secured thereunder within the time specified herein. 

 

 4.  In addition to the funds available pursuant to the letter of credit, the Petitioner and its 

successors and assigns shall remain obligated to maintain in good condition, replace,  repair 

and reconstruct all improvements required and/or authorized by this Ordinance in order that 

the requirements of this Ordinance and all ordinances of the Village are fully complied 

with. 

   

(L) Escrow for Village Costs and Expenses:  In accordance with Chapter 8, “Professional Fees”, of 

Title 1, “Administrative Regulations”, of the Village of Lake Villa Village Code, the Petitioner 

and its successor(s) and/or assign(s) shall be required to establish a cash escrow account held by 

the Village Treasurer in such amount(s) as determined by the Village Administrator from time 

to time to provide for the reimbursement to the Village for all outside consultants’ time required 

to review and approve any aspect of the Project proposed to be constructed on the Subject 

Property, and any related documents or approvals, including engineering plans and specifications 

and inspections thereof.  Charges will be made to the account for actual time spent and charges 

invoiced to the Village by the Village’s outside consultants in connection with such reviews, 

approvals and inspections.  If such an account becomes substantially depleted during the 

pendency of this matter, the Petitioner or its successors and assigns shall be required to make 
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additional deposits from time to time in such amounts as determined by the Village Administrator 

to cover future expenses.  Funds deposited into such escrow account, which remain  sixty (60) 

days after the issuance of a final certificate of occupancy to Petitioner for the Project, shall be 

refunded to the Petitioner or to its successors and assigns after all outstanding invoices have been 

paid.  For the avoidance of doubt, this Section 4(L) does not require any payments in addition to 

those required by Section 5(B) of this Ordinance, but rather requires the Petitioner to establish 

an escrow account to pay for the expenses authorized under Section 5(B) of this Ordinance.   

 

(M) General Conditions:  The Village’s grant of the subject Conditional Use Permit shall be and is 

hereby expressly subject to the timely and continued compliance by the Petitioner, and its 

successor(s) and/or assign(s), with the terms, conditions, and restrictions of this Ordinance 

granting preliminary approval, and the Final Ordinance, the 2026 Approved Final Plan, and all 

applicable provisions of the Lake Villa Building Regulations and the other related provisions of 

the Lake Villa Zoning Regulations and/or the Lake Villa Village Code, as each may be amended 

from time to time (subject to Sections 4(D)(c) and 4(G)(vi)), and all applicable Federal and State 

laws and regulations. 

 

(N) No Variations or Waivers Implied:  Nothing contained in this Ordinance shall imply or be 

construed as approving or granting any variation, waiver, or exception from any provisions of 

the Village of Lake Villa Zoning Regulations or the Lake Villa Village Code, or from the 

provisions of any other ordinances of the Village, except as expressly provided herein and 

hereinafter subsequently approved by a future and subsequent Village ordinance granting final 

approval. 

 

  SECTION 5.   MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS. 

(A)  Binding Effect:  The provisions of this Ordinance, including, without limitation, the proposed 

Conditional Use Permit to authorize the Project, and all obligations, conditions, restrictions, 

limitations and rights related thereto, shall be binding upon and specific to the Petitioner and its 

successors and assigns, and to any corporation or LLC controlled by the Petitioner and its 

successors and assigns, and binding upon any and all portions of the Subject Property.  The 

benefits, burdens, rights, and obligations of the Petitioner and/or its successors and assigns under 

this Ordinance shall run with the title to the Subject Property and shall be binding upon the 

Petitioner and its successors and assigns.  All obligations, conditions, restrictions, and limitations 

contained in this Ordinance related to the Subject Property and the proposed Project shall be jointly 

and severally binding upon, and inure to the benefit of the Petitioner and its successors and/or 

assigns and on the owner(s) of the Subject Property, and shall specifically be enforceable by the 

Village of Lake Villa against any and all of those parties; provided however that upon the transfer 

of ownership of the Subject Property from Greenpath to the Village, Greenpath shall be released 

of any further obligations under this Ordinance or the ordinance approving the 2026 Approved 

Final Plans. 

   

(B) Reimbursement to the Village for Out-of-Pocket Expenses:  The Petitioner and its successors and 

assigns shall fully reimburse the Village for any out-of-pocket expenses incurred by the Village 

and/or its consultants to review and approve any submittals provided by the Petitioner or by its 

successors and assigns with regard to the Project and any and all improvement(s) required for the 

Project, this Ordinance and any related expenses, including but not limited to any planning, 
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engineering and/or legal fees. The Petitioner or its successors and assigns shall also reimburse the 

Village for any additional out-of-pocket expenses hereafter incurred by the Village relative to this 

Ordinance and/or the uses herein authorized within thirty (30) days after being invoiced by the 

Village for same.  Such reimbursements shall be paid from the escrow account required by Section 

4(L) of this Ordinance. The obligations under Section 4(L)) shall cease sixty (60) days following  

the issuance of a final certificate of occupancy for the Project provided that all outstanding invoices 

have been paid.  Such reimbursement obligations under this Section 5(B) shall also cease sixty (60) 

days following  the issuance of a final certificate of occupancy for the Project provided that all 

outstanding invoices have been paid, except with respect to reimbursement for out-of-pocket costs 

related to inspections and engineering review related to stormwater management and/or unless the 

Petitioner seeks any new and/or additional relief which such relief would be subject to 

reimbursement obligations for out-of-pocket expenses in accordance with the requirements of the 

Village Code. 

 

(C)  Indemnification:   

 1. The Village agrees to cooperate with the Petitioner and its successors and assigns in 

defending any action which contests the validity of this Ordinance.  The Petitioner, for itself 

and for its successors and/or assigns agrees to and shall hold harmless and indemnify the 

Village, its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, and other agents (the 

“Indemnified Village Parties”) relative to any such actions and/or costs, claims, or expenses 

relative thereto, and all costs, including attorneys’ fees, incurred by the Village in connection 

therewith shall be paid for by the Petitioner or by its successors and assigns or reimbursed to 

the Village by the Petitioner or by the successors and assigns of the Petitioner.   In the event 

of litigation, the Village may require a reasonable deposit by the Petitioner or by its 

successors and/or assigns to cover any anticipated costs the Village may incur relative to such 

defense. 

 

2. The Petitioner, for itself and for its successors and assigns hereby undertakes and agrees, to 

the greatest extent permitted by law, to indemnify, defend, save and keep harmless the 

Indemnified Village Parties from and against any loss, cost, damage, liability, claim or 

expense, including attorneys’ fees, which any of the Indemnified Parties may suffer, incur or 

sustain from or arising out of any injuries to or death of any person or persons, or damage to 

or loss of any real or personal property, due to or resulting directly or indirectly from the 

Petitioner’s use and/or occupancy of the Leased Area, and/or any violation of this Ordinance. 

 

The Village hereby undertakes and agrees, to the greatest extent permitted by law, to 

indemnify, defend, save and keep harmless the Petitioner from and against any loss, cost, 

damage, liability, claim or expense, including attorneys’ fees, which any of Petitioner or its 

officers, members, employees, or insurers may suffer, incur or sustain from or arising out of 

any injuries to or death of any person or persons, or damage to or loss of any real or personal 

property of the Petitioner, due to or resulting directly or indirectly from any gross negligence 

and/or willful misconduct by the Village and/or its employees, contractor(s), and/or agents 

with respect to the Village’s use and/or occupancy of the Subject Property outside of the 

Leased Area, unless such claim is adjudicated as barred by the Illinois Local Government 

Tort Immunity Act.  The Village does not intend by the provisions of this paragraph to waive 

any immunity of the Village under any applicable law and in the event of any claim arising 

under this Ordinance against the Village, the Village agrees to cooperate with the Petitioner 
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and/or its successor(s) and/or assign(s) in the defense of such claim and to assert its tort 

immunities under Illinois law to the fullest extent permitted by law.   

 

(D)  Remedies:   

 

1. Any violation of this Ordinance shall also be deemed a violation of the Village of Lake Villa 

Zoning Code and the Lake Villa Village Code and each day such a violation of this Ordinance 

exists or continues shall constitute a separate offense.  As provided in the Village of Lake 

Villa Village Code, each such offense shall be punishable by a mandatory minimum daily 

fine of not less than that which is set forth in Section 1-18-1 of the Village of Lake Villa 

Village Code, as amended from time to time. 

 

2. In the event the Petitioner and its successors and assigns fails to pay or reimburse the Village 

for any fees and/or expenses due pursuant to this Ordinance or pursuant to the other 

applicable ordinances of the Village, or if the Petitioner or its successors and assigns 

otherwise violates this Ordinance, or is otherwise in default in its obligations under this 

Ordinance, and has been notified of and failed to cure such default, the Village shall be 

entitled to all remedies available at law and/or in equity and, in addition to all other remedies 

available including those otherwise set forth in this Ordinance, the Village may suspend, 

revoke, or decline to issue any building, occupancy and/or other permit, license(s), or 

approvals required by the ordinances of the Village and/or the Village may suspend or revoke 

the Conditional Use Permit which may be granted for the Subject Property. 

 

(E) Severability Clause:  It is the intention of the Corporate Authorities that this Ordinance and every 

provision thereof shall be considered separable and the invalidity of any section, clause, provision, 

part, or portion of any section, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall not affect the validity of 

any other portion of this Ordinance.  If any section, subsection, subdivision, paragraph, sentence, 

clause or phrase of this Ordinance or any part thereof is for any reason held to be unconstitutional 

or invalid or ineffective by any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the 

validity or effectiveness of the remaining portions of this Ordinance, or any part thereof.  The 

Corporate Authorities hereby declare that it would have approved each section, subsection, 

subdivision, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase thereof irrespective of the fact that any one or 

more sections, subsections, subdivision, paragraphs, sentences, clauses or phrases be declared 

unconstitutional, invalid or ineffective. 

   

(F) Exhibits:  Attached hereto as Group Exhibit B and thereby incorporated herein by reference, are 

the Petitioner’s Plans in relevant part which were provided to the Village and reviewed and 

considered by the Plan Commission and by the Board of Trustees for the Subject Property, in 

addition to other submittals from the Petitioner and members of the public.  All such exhibits 

attached to this Ordinance are deemed to be and are expressly made a part of and incorporated into 

this Ordinance to the same extent as if each such exhibit had been set forth in its entirety in the 

body of this Ordinance, provided, however, the exhibits attached to this Ordinance are tentative, 

conceptual, and preliminary only, and the incorporation by reference of such exhibits shall not 

constitute final approval for the purposes of issuance by the Village of any permit(s) and/or 

approval(s) for the Project. 
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(G) Approval Authority:  If any provisions of this Ordinance delegate approval authority to any Village 

officer, employee, or agent for any aspect of this Ordinance, then the Petitioner or its successors 

and assigns or such Village officer, employee, or agent, as the case may be, or his or her designee, 

shall have the right to have any such decision of such Village officer, employee or agent, or his or 

her designee, reviewed, reconsidered, and a final decision thereon made by the Corporate 

Authorities of the Village. Any reference in this Ordinance to the authority of the Mayor or the 

Village Administrator to grant or deny any approval shall, whether or not so specified, include the 

authority for such decision to be made by their respective designee. 

 

 SECTION 6:    This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval 

and publication in pamphlet form, provided however, that the approval(s) granted by this Ordinance 

shall have no force or effect unless and until the Petitioner has caused a duly authorized person to execute 

and thereafter file with the Village the unconditional agreement and consent in the form entitled 

“Acceptance” attached hereto and by this reference incorporated herein and made a part hereof (the 

“Acceptance”); and further provided that, if the Petitioner does not submit such an executed Acceptance 

to the Village Administrator within sixty (60) days following the passage of this Ordinance, the Village 

Board may, in its discretion and without public notice or hearing, repeal this Ordinance and thereby 

revoke all approvals granted in this Ordinance.  

 SECTION 7:   The Village Clerk is hereby directed to publish this Ordinance in pamphlet form, 

and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval and publication 

in pamphlet form as provided by law, but only after its acceptance and execution of the attached 

Acceptance page by the Petitioner, Lake Villa Community Energy Initiative, LLC, an affiliate entity of 

ECA Solar, LLC, and by the Owner of the Subject Property, Kevin Vincent Forrestal, as Successor 

Trustee of the Catherine Forrestal Declaration of Trust Dated 1/17/91.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the 

Village of Lake Villa, Lake County, Illinois, as follows: 

SECTION 1:   The Mayor and Board of Trustees hereby find that the recitals hereinabove 

set forth are true and correct and are incorporated into the text of this Ordinance as its findings of

SECTION 3:    The Corporate Authorities of the Village intend that this Ordinance will be  

made part of the Village Code and that sections of this Ordinance can be renumbered or relettered 

and the word “Ordinance” can be changed to “Section”, “Article”, “Chapter”, “Paragraph”, or 

some other appropriate word or phrase to accomplish codification, and regardless of whether this 

Ordinance is ever codified, the Ordinance can be renumbered or relettered and typographical 

and/or scrivener’s errors can be corrected with the authorization of the Village Attorney, or his or 

her designee. 
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 SECTION 4:    All parts of the Lake Villa Village Code in conflict with the terms or 

provisions of this Ordinance shall be and the same are hereby amended or repealed to the extent 

of such conflict, and said Village Code and all other existing ordinances shall otherwise remain in 

full force and effect. 

SECTION 5:   This Ordinance shall not affect any punishment, discipline, infraction, or 

penalty, or any action based on any other Ordinance of this Village incurred  before the effective 

date of this Ordinance, nor any suit, prosecution or proceeding pending at the time of the effective 

date of this Ordinance, for an offense or violation committed or cause of action arising before this 

Ordinance, and said other ordinances as heretofore existing shall continue in full force and effect 

for said limited purpose.   

SECTION 6:    If any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this 

Ordinance or any part thereof is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid or ineffective 

by any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity or effectiveness 

of the remaining portions of this Ordinance, or any part thereof.  The Corporate Authorities hereby 

declare that they would have passed each section, subsection, subdivision, paragraph, sentence, 

clause or phrase thereof irrespective of the fact that any one or more sections, subsections, 

subdivisions, paragraphs, sentence, clauses or phrases be declared unconstitutional, invalid or 

ineffective. 

SECTION 7:  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately from and after 

its passage, approval and publication as provided by law. 
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SECTION 8:   The Village Clerk is directed to immediately publish this Ordinance in 

pamphlet form.

 WHEREAS, pursuant to the authority of an act authorizing certain governmental units to 

purchase personal property, supplies, and services jointly, 30 ILCS 525/0.01, et seq., the State of 

Illinois, Department of Central Management Services is planning to solicit bids for rock salt in 

bulk for ice control 2026-2027 winter season. The State has invited the Village to participate in
